STAN I»l*Ol ST OF TIIK ORSF.RV ATIOX.

As is well-known Professor Macoun’s exam­
ination is made from a natural hi-tory 
point of view, determining the capa­
bilities of the soil and climate 
from its fauna and flora. In this season’s 
exploration^ the district traversed was almost 
entirely a thick forest, with trees of large*size, 
much superior to those before seen tu the 
North-West. The o.v ption to this rule was 
m the marshy districts round along the base of 
the Duck and IVruupiue Mountains.

LI MATE AND SOIL.
The R'.l Deer River was found to flow 

through a fertile valley, th mgh tlie dry land 
along it available for agricultural purposes was 
not of very great extent. In ttie vicinity ot 
Fort Ve.lv, l’rof. M.a oun is of opinion that the 

climate is well suite l for agricultural pur­
poses. Crops this year are of a superior 
character, and include all kinds of grain and 
the usual field and garden vegetables. Even 
Indian corn was ripened this season. Red 
Fyfe wheat readied maturity in about 100 
days, and barley rtpene 1 frbin two to three 
weeks earlier. Ou-: fanner had over 2,000 
bushels of turnips growing.

As ae incident of his trio Vrof. Maeoun ob­

served the unusual heigut of water in Lake 
Manitoba and the overflow of the marshes 
along its shores. This In; attributes simply to 
the unusual rainfall of the past four or five 
years. The xva* r in Lake Winnipogoosis was 
fourni to be equally above its former level, as 
Mr. Maeoun believes from the same cause, and 
lie lias no doubt that should a series 
of years come round which would give 
only the average amount of rainfall these 
lakes would shortly reach their former levels. 
1# has been known for a good many years tli.1t 

", great deposits of salt exist under Lake Winnipeg, 
and Professor Maeoun dunug his recent trip met 
with so many salt springs that lie was led to 
believe that for a distance probably of 150 
m.lea along the lakes in a north and south di­
rection

IMMTNSR DEPOSITS OF SALT 

exist. The salt obtained by evaporation from 
the water of three of the springs, like that 
which he obtained from the Athabasca some 
six years ago, was remarkably pure. Some of 
tlie salt and specimen fossils obtained during 
the summers exploration are placed in the 
Geological Museum here.

HOW TO ESCAPE SI* M M KR FROSTS.
Mr. Maeoun gives the following hints on this 

point : “ My deliberate opinion is. after be­
ing many years in the country, and hiving 
watched the climate carefully, that it farmers 
could he prevailed upon to sow their wheat any 
time after the lOfcii of October, so that it would 
not germinate that fall, that through >ut the 
whole length and breadth of the North-West 
complaints ns regards summer frosts would 
cease, as the grain would be paît injury before 
trust came. it should be hard enough by 
tie 15th or 20tli of August at tiie lat st to re­
dit injury by trust, and would in every case 
if farmers could only real De the value of early 
sowing. At the time above mentioned tle re 
is always a suildeii depression of the usual daily 
temperature, .and the average never rises so 
high again for tlie sea-on, or, in other words, 
the average temperature falls aboujb 10 de­
grees, ltd as soon as that takes place quick 
ripening ceases, and farmers must then wait a 
long time !>e to re their grain is tit t » cut, and
