The receipts of live stock at the Union
Stock Yards for Monday’'s market num-
bered 2838 cars, comprising 3094 cattle, 91
calves, 12569 hogs, 1056 sheep and lambs,
and 2446 horses for the British and
French armies.

The cattle market opened slow and un-
steady and did not improve, the bulk be-
ing unsold at noon. For the most part
the butcher cattle were half flnished
and should have been kept on the grass
for six weeks longer. It is hard to un-
derstand why this is not done with so
much good pasture in the country. The
large number of cattle and the prepon-
derance of unfinished ,and common
varjetiés caused the price to drop. 1In
the afternoon the market closed unsteady
for all classes of butcher cattle, a good
nay remaining unsold. Choice heavy
butchers alone held steady with last week
up to $8.85 for one loau, weigning 142
Ibs., the rest being isc—25c lower and
'u; #ome cases easicr prices are report-
ed.

Stockers and feeders look to have an-
other active week in sight. There were
not many of this class present yester-
day, and the trading was soon over.
Shippers of these cattle will find a good
market awaiting them.

Lambs were about steady, the bulk
selling at $9.10 with-$9,26 for the tops.
Sheep were active and strong. Veal came
back strong, choice calves selling once
more up to 1lc.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

The 30le head of a tamily, or any male
over eighteen years old, may homestead
a querter section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency tor the District. kntry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions,

Duties—Six montas' residence upon and
cultivation of tne land in each of three
vears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his nomestead on farm
of at least eignty acres, on certaih con-
ditions. A habliable house 13 required,
except wherc rcsidence is performed in
the vicinity.

In certain adisiricts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongsiue his homestead. Price,
$3.00 per acre, '

Duties—3Six months’ residence in eaci
of three years after carning homestead
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation.
rre-emption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead patent, on certain
conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right mav take a purchased home-
stead in certain Gistricts. Price, $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months
in each of the three years, cultivate fifty
acres and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to
reduction in case of rough, serubby or
stony land. Live stock may be substi-
tuted for cultivaiion under certain con-
aitions.
