The Story of the Martyrdom of
Jogues and Goupil.

A LEAF OF JRSUIT ANNALS.

Although the United States has been
blessed with many men and women
whoee lives were virtuous and heroic,
none of them have yet been honored
by aplacein the calendar of the saints
o{tho Catholic Church, In the twenty.
seventh private session of the Third
Plenary Council of Baltimore the com.
mittee on new business reported the
petition of the fathers of the Bociety
of Jesus to tho Holy Bee for the intro-
duction of the cause of the beatifica-
tion of 1emac Jogues, Rene Goupil and
Catharine Tegakwitha. The fathers
of the Council by unanimous consent
subscribed to the postulate. Many
members of the Canadian hierarchy
and twenty Indian nations have sent
a like petition. There is a reasonable
ground to believe that the petitions
will be granted.

Few places are richer in the charms
of nature than the spot where now is
the property of the shirine of Our Lady
of Martyrs, Ascending the nll south
ward from Auriesville up the road
called the ¢ Hill of Prayer,” and
bordered on one mde by drozping wil.
lows, an ever changing view expands
itself before the eye. Standingon the
hilltop and looking to the north across
the valley the placid soenery is un.
rivaled in summer time. Fuar to the
right and left winds the bending river
through green fields and mesdows, ill
the view is dimmed in ‘the szure of
the sky above the distant mountuine
Dark tufis of trees beside water courses,
steep blufls against the horizon, yellow
and black eyed daisies and fluffy golded
rod and waving tasseled tope of Indian
corn, quicken the keenuess of vision
by their varioty. Westward, scross
the Hill of Prayer, pines and hemlocks
shade what is now commonly called
“ the ravine,” at the meeting of two
water courses, whers Father Jogues
hid the body of his imthful companion,
Rene Goupil, 1n the water, while esst-
ward the scene stretches across un-
dulating fields to the Beohobarie,
which sluggishly empties itself into the
Mohawk.

The records of the Jesuits go beck
to the time when the League of the
Five Nation of the Iroquois Indians
—the Mobawks, the Oneidas, the
Onondagas, the Cayugas and the Se-
necas—held undisputed sway over the
country between the Mohawk and the
Genesee. On August 14, 1642, Fa.
ther Isaac Jogues, Rene Goupil and
Willism Couture, with several Chris.
tisn Hurons, were brought to Os-
:;nenou (Anri::ille). baving been

en caplive while carrying supplies
from Quebec to the HN':: mission.
The savages, young and cld of both
sexes, were waiting along the bank
and up the bill, ranged in two lines
and armed with sticks or the iron ram-
rods of their muskets. The priscners
passed in single file between them
under & shower of blows.
Jogues remembered that it was the
eve of the feast of the Assumption of
of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

‘I had thought all along,” he says
that the day of this great joy of
heaven would be for us & day of
sorrow, and I gave thanks because of
it to my Baviour Jesus, since the joys
of heaven are boaght only by sharing
in His suffering.”

On the platform an old Indian
sorcerer obliged a captive Chrintian
woman {o cus oft Father Jogucs' lefi
thumb. The prisoners, after & duy of
bitter torments, passed the night, tied
hand and foot, on the ground, ‘Then
children were turned looso to make
their apprenticestup in cruolty.

They were dragged from villago to
village for seven days finding now
sufferingseverywhere. In Tionnonto-
gue they met four new Huron prisoners
whom Father Jogues found means to
instruot and baptize before they werce
put todeath. Rene's habit of consuant
prayer, and especially hug teaclung the
children the sign of the cross, which
the Indians had learncd to Late, had
caused some among them to seck the
opportumty of killing him.

tle had gone on Beptember 29, the
feast of 8t. Michael Archangel, with
Father Jogues to & wooded lull near
the village that they might pray in
peace. Two young men came and
ordered them to return to their cabin.

* [ had some presentiment,” I'ather
Jogues relates, * of what was to hap

n, and I said to Gouptl : ¢ My dear

rother, let us commend ourselves to
our Lord and to our good Mother, the
most Holy Virgin. 1 believe these
men have some evil intention’”

They turned their steps towards the
villege, reciting the rosary as they
went. They had finished the fourth
decade when they came to the gate,
the two eavages following them. (ne
of these suddenly drew a tomalawk
from beneath his garments aud struck
Rene a violent blow on tie head. le
fell balf dead with, his face to the
ground, uttering the name of Jesus
Father Jogues, who on his knees
awaited a like fatal hlow, was told to
rise, that he shiould not be killed. e
gave the last absolution to to the still
breathing Rene and with tears pressed
him to his heart. The savages tore
him away and two more blows of the
tomabawk made sure their ghastly
work. Father Jogues aftetward wrote
in solemn worda:

It was September 29, 1642, that
this angel in innocence and this mar-
tyr of Jesus Christ was immolated, at

irty-five years of his age, to Him
who Lad given His owa life for his
redemption. He had consecrated his
soul and his heart to God, his hand
and his existence tc the service of the
poor ravages.”’

Rene Goupil entered the novitiate
of the Society of Jesus sfter having
been educated as a physician. 1ll
health compelled him to leave the
society, but later on he became a
donne to the fathers of the Canadian
mission—that is, one who gave bhis
serviced yratuitously to the mission-
aries.

During the winter months of 1643
Father Jogues lcarned the language
of the Mobawka and tried to iustruct
them, not ouly satisfying their curios-
ity about natural things, but especially
1 regard to the faith of Christ, lis
zeal was not witbout fruit, for during
the thirteen months of his captivity
he conferred baptism on more than
seventy persons. .

While he was visiting the cabius to
baplize the dying children and instruct
the well diaposed among the sick, ke
met & young man in the last stage of
a painful disease. He addressed the

hiw if he did not remember one who
the year before at Thionnontoguen,
when the suffering from the cords with
which he bad been tied had become
unendurable, oame forward in the

* Often have I prayed for theo to
the Master of Life.”

And he went on 10 speak %o him
sboat God.

The sick man oould only say:
“ What must I then do in order to
ploase the Master of Life 2"

Father Jogues told him to believe
and {0 be baptized.

The missionary went to France for
a short time, but returned in 1R{4,
and two yeara aftorward established
the Mission of the Murtyrs. He was
taken prisoner by tho Mobawks, and
onco more ho crossed the river and
went up the hills as a captive, beaten
with cruel blows.

“Wonder not,” they snid, * you
shall die to morrow ; but tuke courage,
weo will not burn you. We will strike
you with the tomahawk and put your
head on the stockade, so that when
we tako your brothers they may still
aee you."

One of the Indiane, seizing hold of
the father, sliced off picees of tlesh
from his arms and shoulders and de-
voured it, saying: °** Lot us gee if
this white tlesh 19 the tlesh of an
Okton,” tone of their spinte).

A great council met at Tionnonto-
guen, several miles away, the next
day. In the evenmin: Father Jegues,
still in the first village, was mvited to
sup in the cabin of the Chief of the
Bear. As he entered the door a tom-
ahawk was buried in his head, which
wag at once cut off and put upon the
stocknde, the face turned in the direc-
tion from which he had come,
