know11 the thousands who profess

would show by their works, as well as profess by their

words, their alliance to Christ, how speedily would

the ten armies of Satan forsake his service and enlist

in the army of King Immanuel !

The powers of darkness are

not shaken, as we shall see if we take the estimates

of Europe in the year 1879,—the nations of which

are said to have 2,500,000 men under arms.
