THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

In Flanders the British'made an ad-
vance yesterday to a depth of 2000
yards on a front of five miles, The
region of this gain lies between the
Lawe and Clarence Ilivers, and in
consequence its effect has been to
push the enemy back that distance
nedr the lire of La Bassee Canal. The
troops participating in this operation
probably belong to the British first
army under General Horne. They
have now secured a jumping off place
for a counter-offensive against the
Germans in the Lys salient. It will be
remembered that the CGermans drove
in this salient in their attack at Ar-
mentieres and in subsequent opera-
ticns, terminating in their defeat be-
fore the line at.present held by the.
British from Givenchy to Ypres. Gen.
Horne, therefore, in .his latest opera-
tion is threatening an advance in the
direction of. Lille. This is a counter-
menace to the German  proposals to
retire and to consolidate their line in
krance and Belgium.

The British achieved their gains by
pushing forward their patrols. Their
steady harassment of the enemy in
this region, where he is under constant
converging and -enfilading .gunfire,
has inflicted heavy losses. Latest news
leaves the matter doubtful
the Germans hers are on the point of
retiring from the exposed Lys salient.
Further south in the Montdidier sec-
tor, at the apex of the Somme salient,
the. French have pushed forward near
the point of junction between the
armies of the Prussian crown prince
and the Bavarian crown prince, The
main factor locally in both the British
and French advances appears to he
their artillery fire. It has besn g0
prolonged and so severe that tae
enemy cannot endure {t, especlally, as
he is feeling the want of man power,
and as the divisions in his army will
henceforth be fewer in number than
in the past as a result of his grievous
fallures - against Paris, Amiens,' and
the channel ports.

French and Amenican forces yes-
terday crossed the River Vesle at a
point near Braisne and despite two
German counter-attacks, which were
ineffectual, they established another
bridgehead. They have now bridge-
heads across this river at many
points, enabling them to give promp!

This
increased in the region north ol
Rheims yesterday when the French
pushed back the Germans to a depth
of nearly 450 yards.
