With receipts of about 4500 head of
sattle on the Union Stock Yards
Yxchange yesterday, owipg to the
bad " reports from Buffalo ana
other American live stock centres, "all
classes of cattle were considerably low-
er, the decline running all the way from
80c to 75¢ per cwt. The biggest de-
clinc was snown in the medium butch-
ers. Choice butcher cows were wanl.ed
and held about steady. Good quality
bulls also held steady, but all other
classes were slow and lower, with prob-
ably 1000 cattle left unsold in the alleys.

¥or milch cows and springers there
was a fair demand for the better class
of cows.

The quality of the cattle coming on
the market for the most part indicates
a half finished or half fat and they givea
bad account of themselves when dressed.

We do not look for any improvement in
the market for the fair to medium qual-
ity cattle if the present supply keeps
up, which seems reasonably likely, and
the outlook is that under these circum-
stances they wilk go lower,

There was a limited inquiry for a few
breedy stockers and feeders.

Reverting to the better class of cattle
again there were many who charged that
in the case of anything but the cxtra
choice heavy steers the decline in this
class was fully &1 per cwt.

With receipts of between 800 and 200
sheep and lambs, choice lambs sold froin
15¢ to 15%c; medium, 14c to 143%c; sheep,
9¢ to 10c; choice calves, 17¢ to 1ilsc:
medium, l4c to 15%c grassers and com-
mon calves, 6¢c to 9c¢.

The run of hogs was 1456, and the
market stiffened up since Thursday,
17%c¢ f.o.b., 18c fed and 18%c weighed
off. Buyers for the plants are talking
from 25¢ to 60c lower for the balance of
the week, but it remains to be seen whe-
ther they can carry it out or not.

Flanagan, Wm, Levack, Joe Lunness,
Jobn Bryant, Josepht Wilson, Thos, Craw-
ford, M.L,A, the late Frank Hunnisett,
sr,, and Wm. Harris,

Mr, Talbot has always been actively
engaged in' the live stock business and
farming up to a few years ago, since
which time he has practically retired,
and has always enjoyed good health, with
the excepiion of the pasi six months, He
is at present just recovering from a seri-
ous operation, and is progressing very
favorably, much to the pleasure of his
mony friends.

Mr, Talbot was born in Somerset, Eng-
land, in 1842, He came to Canada in
1869, only remaining here a short time,
when he moved to Lawrence, Kansas,
This town had been the scene of Quan-
trell's raid and massacre during the clos-
ing years of the American civil war, and
it was during its reconstruction period
that Mr, Talbot arrived there, He was
engaged in the live stock business and
farming in that district, There were
practically no railroads in Kansas at that
early period, and, as his nearest market
was Leavenworth, this necessitated long
drives across the prairies with his stock.

Mr, Talbot never waxed very enthusi-
astic of his early Kansas days. His
principal memories were drought and
grasshoppers,

In 1873 he returned to Toronto. He first
engaged in the retail meat business, but
eventually drifted into the wholesale
trade, in which he became one of the
largest and one of the best-known dealers
tor many years on the Toronto markets,
retiring in 1915,
