citement prevails here as the result of 
the most important discovery yet made 
at depth In the West Shining Tree camp, 
on the Waiaplka property, and already 
A large number of well-known mining 1 
men have left for the camp to make a 
close personal examination.

The climax was reached yesterday 
Wihen Deputy V&renne proposed an 
amendment to the electoral law of 
July 12, 1919, whereby the campaign 
literature, poster# and propaganda of 
all candidates a hall be paid tor by 
the govemmenL which would under­
take to 'have copies delivered to every 
voter in behalf of candidate# oif all 
political parties.

Louie Kioto, the finance minister, 
strongly opposed the measure, first, 
because it entailed an expenditure of 
between fifty and sixty million franca 
and, second because extremists and 
Socialists would be using govern­
ment funds to distribute Bolshevik 
literature and tracts against the re­
public.
