Camps Not Only Busy, But Other
Centres Are Doing a Hustling
Business.

Cobalt, March 3.—(From the Man om the
Spot.)—‘*‘One five-stamp mill .,.'(cpnfrplete),
one. 20 h.p, engine, one 25 h.p. locomotive
type boiler’—the above machinery has been
ordered by Messrs. Marskey & Ulrey for
their Larder Lake properties, which, to the

mining world in the' future, will be known
as the “Larder Lake Proprietary Mines.”
These - gentlémen are determined that, not
only in point of date of discovery, but in
date of giving an order and instaliing a
plant, théy will be in the lead, In . dis-
cussing the new gold camp #t Lardér Lake
and its possibilities, it snust not be Torgot-
ten that two years ago claims were staked
out on Larder Lake, but they were not re-
corded. In April and May of-1906 a Sud-
bury bunch of prospectors was on the gold
ridges that overlook this beautiful north.
ern lake, and wanted Rinaldo McDonunell
to g¢ up and look at the new.promised
land. Messrs, Charlebols, D. Carifel, J.
Dubois, B, Michel and Z, Beaudry constl-
tuted this Sudbury prospecting party.
