Destroyed by Fire.

Being Outside the City Limits, a Little
- Red Tapelsm llld ‘10 Be Got Over
Before the St. Hyacinghe Fire Brigade
Could Ge to Work-A Grand bat Awful

*Sight Was the Great Bullding Wrapped
in Flames.
§t, Hyacinthe, Que.,| May 16.—A terrible

calamity has befallen the St. Hyacinthe |-

Hospltal, resulting in the destruction of
the splendid building across the river, and
i1 the loss of eight or ten lives, The fire
has cast a gloom over the whole com-
mnnity. |

This n:orning at about 1 o'clock Chlef
Chenette and the phyblclans here were In-
formea tbat the Metairie, as the hospital
farny bullding across the river Is called, was
on fire. As the bullding s outsidé of the
city Hmits, permission had to be secured
before the engine could be taken over.

When the firemen arrived ow thé scene it
was apparent that the main building was
doomed and they set to work to save tue out-
buildings. In the meantime most of the iwo
hundred persons in the building bad made
their exit, but search was made as thor-
oughly as possible lest some should have
been unable to escape. |

The sight was a grand one, as the large
building was wrapped| in flame, but every
heart was sad witn the fear that several
persons wmust have perished.

¥iremen Fought Sravely. L

The work ou destruction went on, the
fdremen Lravel)y fighting against the raging
elements uitih the whole building was coun-
sumed.  This morning as soon as there was
light enough to see, pepple set to work, and
at the time of writing six bodies have been
found. ‘Among them are the remains of
two boys of St. Pie, inamed Beauchemln,
aged 1V and 13. Many people had to jump
from the third and fourth storyes, and all
escaped w'th but slight Injurles, -except
Dr. Chagnon's wife,who dled a few minutes
after jumping from the third storey. Dr,
Chagnon himself is in Fall River, where
ne bas been rractising for several years.

Three young girls, who were nearly
through with their novitiate, and wouid
soon bave lLeen nuns, perished. There are
also §lx rersons still missing, and, although
they may have escaped from the burning
building and sought refuge in some house,
it Is feered that they, too, have lost their
lives.

The origin of the fire s unknown. It
may have started in| the chapel, where
lamps were burning all the time, or it may
have been set by some coal oil lamp.

The building was valued at $20,000, but
was not insured. The names of those who
perished are: Two Beauchemin boys, Sis-
ters Alexandrinia, Philomena and Des
Agnes, and Mrs. Guertin, boarder.

The names of the missing are: Maria
Lillotte, servant; Noalette Meunier, ser-
vant; Mrs. Berthiaume, boarder; Sisters
Bouvier and Auge.

The work of recovering the missing
bodies from the ruins is proceeding very
slowly.

Connected\ with the main butlding is a
large shed where the ice supply was stored,
and here the fire broke out again just be-
fore noon, but it was soon put out. One
more, hody has been found, but it Is
burned beyond recognition. It is thought
that it will be utterly impossible to identify
the remains that will sooner or later be
found.

The wonder is that more lives were not
lost, as there were n¢ appliances on band
to Lelp the people out of the burning build-
ing. Only one ladder was on the place,
ard tlere being no telephone the fire got
we!l under « way. Hundrgds of people
visited the smouldering ruins to-day. It
had been announced yesterday at the
Cathedral that the sisters would begin to-
day a house to house canvass, as the hosp!-
tal was greatly in need of funds. It Is
probable that if the Metairie {is rebuiit
the city limits will be extended so that the
institution may enjoy the protection of the
city fire brigade.

Later—Two of the persons missing have
just turned up safe and sound. They are
Rosalle Ma lotte and Nefiotte Meunier.

Two more bodies have been recovered.

Out of the many tnousands who bave
given their lives, perishing in their duty
towards their masiers, only a few retuin
home to spend their lives in the ease and
honor they deserve, One warnorse, how-
ever, which has made a splendid record for
himself, and now bas uis virtues, name,
and noble deeds engraved on a fitting tomb-
stone, was toe little chestnut the great Duke
of Wellington rode at the battle of Wateu-
loo. Copenhagen, named after the capital
of Denmark, from which country and city
he came, was a spirited thoroughbred,stand-
irg 15 hands higu, and $2000 was the price
paid for him. <Copenhagen served under
Wellington during the Spanish war, and
for 18 hours he carried his master at
Waterloo, After this he was sent to the
duke’'s home, Strathfieldsaye, in England,
to take his ease,

A member of the Royal Academy of Eng-
lish painters was paid to make a handsome
portrait of Copenhagen, which the duke
loved and petted to the day of his death.
The last years of the faithful horse were,
however, sadly embittered by the teasing
of thousands of curious persons who came
to visit him in his paddock, and his groom
would ckip halrs from his tail and mane
to sell for a few shillings to the visitors.
When the duke heard of this he put Copen-
hagen In a big cage, where he lived in
peace. His funeral was well ‘attended, and
at Strathfieldsaye his tombstone, ordered
by the duke himself, {s still to be seen, In
excelleat.preservation. <

Nine years after the Emperor Napoleon
died at St. Helena, an oid white horse
perished of old age and pneumonia In Eng-
Jand. The skeleton of this animal i§ set up
in the Royal United Serviee Institution in
Whitehall yard, London, and to all visitors
is pointed out as Marengo, the charger Na-
poleon rode at the battle of Waterloo.
Marengo came originally from Egypt and
was left to wander onithe dismal battle-
field when the Emperor was forced to fly
for his life. An Engiish officer found and
took him, and he was sold to an English
general. In English pastures,” cared for
by reverent grooms, this noble horse passed
the latter years of his’life far more peace-
fully and happily than his great and un-
fcrtunate master. His portrait also was
painted by a famous artist and now hangs
in a eountry house in England,

Gen. Robert B Lee and Ulysses 8.Granf,
Gens., Stonewall Jackson and Sheridan all
brought “their favorite. chargers safely
through many bloody battles, and both
Gens, Lee and Jackson were outlived hy
tleir warhorses, Cipcinnati, Gen, Grant’'s
most famous horse, was presented to him
by a man also named Grant, but not relat-
ed to the great commander. Cinelnnati
weathered the war and died as sincerely
lamented as he had lived respected.

A sober brown horse, tne one he rode at
the surrender of Lord Cornwallls, was
hung with elaborate mourning robes and,
led by a groom, followed quletly behind
the coffin of his dead master, Gen, George
Washington. A true Virginian, Washing-
ton was a splendid horseman; but he never
gettled his affection on any one horse. Two
or three times he lost his horses in battle,
and on one particular handsome white
horse, Dolly, his portralt was painted.

None of his chargefs weathered any num-
ber of severe engagements, as did Old Sor-
rel and Traveler, the horses of Robert E.
Lee and Stonewall Jackson. Traveler car-
ried his master through nearly all the bat-
tles at which he commanded, was never
himself wounded, and In mourning attended
the general’s funeral. It is sald he whin-
pied sadly when the coffin was borne before
him, and shortly after in grazing about
his peacefur pasture he stuck a nall in his
foot and died of lockjaw. He, like Copen-
hagen, had honorable burial, and, unlike
most warhorses, he lived out his full al-
lowance of 15 years. It was on the back
of Sorrel that Stonewall Jackson received
his death wouuid, and the plucky little
horse then passed into the keeping of his
master's father-in-law, a clergyman, In
1586 he died a death natural to venergble
horseflesh, after having seen -nearly “ten
terrible battles, and his body, very skill-
fully mounted, now stands in a glass case
in the llbrary of the Soldiers’ Home, Vir-

inia.
gThere are very few American children
who do not know that General Shegldan's
most noted black warhorse was “called
Rienzi. He, too, outlived all the perils of
war, not dying until 1876, when his body
was mounted, and now can be seen in the
museum of Governor's Island, In New York
Bay.

Gyen. Andrew Jackson was an ardent
horse lover, afd three fine chargers were
always set aside for his use when he was
with the army, Tradition, however, does
not say that he favored or loved any spe-
cial horse, but it does say that when his
imen, exhausted and downhearted, were
making forced marches along the heavy
roads, hs - usually preferred to leave his
gaddle and march with the soldlers.

Gen. Fitzhugh Lee rode the handsomest
|horse in the Confederate army—a thorough-
bred mare named Nellie Grey. But, In
gpite of her beauty and her bold, brave
spirit, poor Nellle feil in the thick of the
fight at the battle of Winchester.

An Unwonted Tenderness.

«Henrietta,” said Mr. Meekton, *“do you
‘think you’ll miss me?"”

She looked at him in surprise, and que-
ried:

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SIMPLY GHEATING THE LA

An Order in-Council Disregarded by
~the*Minister of Public Works.

Committee of Supply Deal With a $14,000
Item and Unecarth an Erregularity—Mr.
Tarte Neatly Cornered by Sir Charles
Hibbert— Proposal to Reduce Rideau
Hall Expenses Defeated — House in
Commitice of Supply.

Ottawa, May 16.—(Special,)—Private bills
were the first order in the Commons to-day,
but only one was dealt with. The bill to
incorporate the Subsidlary High Court A.
O. ¥. being passed through committee witn-
out amendment, was read a third time and
passed. ;

On the motion to.go Into committee
supply, Mr. Davin suggested that, instead
of the Government claiming the return of
the sum of $145,235, due the Government
for seed grain supplied to farmers in the
Northwest Territorles, the Governmaat
should allow the debtors to work it out in
statute labor. The Minister of the In-
terior promised to look into the subject and
think over the suggestion.

In committee the Public Works estimates
were taken up, and Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper asked for the promised information
in regard to the $14,000. fence around.
Major's Hiil Park, in connection with the
item of $4500, To get out of the hole in
which he had placed Hhimself, Mr, Tarte
moved to drop the item altogether. There
had been a misunderstanding, he explain-
ed. It would cost $14,000 to complete the
stone fence and iron it, both on Mackenzie-
avenue and St. Patrick-street; but what
he would do was to complete the Mac-
kenzie-avenue &idé, on which $4500 had
been spent, and would take $700 to finish
the work. He therefore fsked to drop this
jtem, and when the supplementary estimates
came down they would contain an item of
$4886,50 to complete the stone fence on Mac-
kenzie-avenue and put on the ralling,

An Order-in-Council Disregorded.

But Mr. Tarte was not going to get off
this easily. He was asked by Mr. Haggart
if there was not an Order-in-Council, pro-
hibiting the giving of contracts for amounts
over $5000, except by public tender, and, ‘n
cases of emergency, or when, from ihe
pature of the work, could be more ex-
peditiously and economically carried out
by day Ilapor. There was no emergency
and there was no economy, because this
fence, an ordinary work, had cost about
$18 per yard.

Mr. Tarte’s reply was that, of course, if
the Opposition considered the architect in-
competent who had been twenty years in
teh service, be had not a word to say.

That was not the point, Mr. Haggart
said, The point was that, despite his own
pledges, In the face of the Order-in-Coun-
cil, the Minister was having a work, cost-
ing in the whole much more than $5000,
done by day labor instead of by contract
and with great waste ¢f public money.

“The hon. member ought to be the last
to talk about day labor,” observed Mr.
Tarte. ! !

“No, he ought not,” sald Mr. Foster,
“and he won't be the last either,” Thon
he went on to point out that the Minister
was simply cheating the law. This work
wag costing over $5000, but Mr. Tarte was
evading the la wby having it divided up
into sections and doing it b t by bit. :

Mr. Tare waxed wroth at this, and retort-
ed by remarking: “I can tell the hon. gen-
tleman one thing, and that is, that he will
never raise to the position of a leader of
men unless he gives up this habit of lec-
turing everybody. I tell Wim  he has no
right to do it. Our social position, odr
political position is just as good as his.”

The Minister of Public Works argued, In
conclusion, that the law prevented him
from giving a contract, but not from doing
a job by day work when it was worth $5000.

Mr, Foster retorted by remarking that he
did not want to rise, except in one way.
He would put it to the hon. gentleman that
there were ways by which a man couid
rise that were rather disreputable.

Mr Tarte Properly Cernered.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper confronted
the Minister with his statement of Friday
evening that the law obliged him to call
for tenders for a work costing $500Q or
over.

“I made a mistake about that,” wasg Mr.
Tarte's reply. [Laughter.]

Rir Louls Davies endeavored to extricate
Mr. Tarte by raising the legal point that
so long as the “vote” did net exceed $5000
there was no obligation to call for tenders.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper pointed out
that this was introducing a novel and un.
safe test; because what the Public Works
Act stipulates is not the amount of the
vote, but the nature of the work to enable
the rule of calling for tenders to be passed
over. Mr. Tarte held that the circumstances
fully justified his pollcy in this case, and

he would now notify the Opposition that
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he intended to use his judgment similarly
in similar circumstances n future.

Mr. Foster said this made the matter co
much worse. There was the Minister of
Public Works, backed up by the Govern-
ment, declaring a principle that he did not
think would go down with the country.
By dividing up this work in sections and
asking only $4500 a year, Mr. Tarte was
defeating the law, going on with a $14,000
job, After some further debate, the Minis-
ter's motion to drop the item carried.

Ridean Hall Expenses.

Mr. Rogers, the Patron member, dis-
tinguished himself on the next item of $17,-
000 for maintenance of Rideau Hall, furni-
ture, etc. He claimed Canada was paying
too much for the luxury of Rideau Hall, and
moved to strike out the item altogether.

Mr. Monk moved in amendment to reduce
it to $12,000, remarking that quite as good
residences in Montreal were maintained for
that figure, and Montreal was a business,
not a “business-is-business” city, :

Mr. Tarte angrily retorted that he had
Tanded one person in jail for making such
a remark, and the hon. member had better
be careful. 2

The amendment of Mr. Monk was defeat-
ed. by 46 to 19. The motion to strike the
ftem out was also defeated, only Mr. Rogers
himself voting for It.

b Moutreal’s Ricyele Bylaw,

The bicycle bylaw adopted by the Mont-
real City Couneil {ylaolng a tax of $1 aplece
on all bieyeles or fricycles reads as foilows:

Sec. 1: Nobody shall ride upon bicycles
tricycles or other vehicle of that nature, In
the streets, squares or highways of the
city, without havug previously pafd to the
sald city a tax or license of ome dollar. per
year for each and every bicycle, ‘tricycie or
other vehicle of that nature. Sald tax or
license shal! be payable on the first day of
May in each year to the City Treasurer,
who is hereby authorized to deliver sultable
plates not to exceed one thirty-second of
an inch in thickness, to bear date May first
and to run one year from its date;they shall
be attached to the outside of the frame-
work and held in place by an axle nut or
otherwise, provided eaid persons are bona
fide reshlents in the adjacent municipality
aforesald.

The present section shall not apply to
ckhillren urder ten years of age, nor to per-
sons having pald in any adjacent munici-
pality a tax or llcense for such bicycle,
tricycle or other vehicle of that nature.

Sec. 2: All persons riding upon bicyeles,
tricycles or. any other vehicles of that na-
ture, shail not be allowed to ride thereon
in the streets, squares or highways of the
city unless they shall comply with the fol-
lowing conditions:
hl: Not to ride faster than eight miles an

our.

2: Have attached to their vehicles a suit-
able alarm bell, adapted for use by the
rider, and be held to ring the same at all
street corners, as well as a lamp to be Ht
after sunset.

3: Not to ride faster than a horse-waik at
the intersection of st s, or when turn-
inf from one street to another.

. Bvery nder shall at all times have fuil
control of the vehicle through the pedals
and handle bars. v

5: No bicycle or other vehicle ‘l that na-
ture shall be ridden on any of the side-
walks of the city, and bicyclists must ride
to the right and left, according to custom,
and that children shall not be carried on
bicyecles.

Sec..3: Tt shall not be lawful for any per-
son or persons .to engage In, racing, with
bieyeles .or tricycles, om, over or -through
any street, lane, hlghwn{ or alley within
13000 bieyclists In Montreal. There are

Sec. 4: No person shall throw, cast or put
into, or cause to be put into, or drop in
any strect, lane, public place or uninclosed
public grounds, in this cily (except in the
manner provided by sections 5 an 6 of by-
law No. 46, concerning scavengers), any
stone, nalls, tacks, ice, glass, iron or any
other metal, or any straw, paper, parings
of fruit or vegetables, or any other refuse
or rubbish whatsoever.

The penalty provided is a fin® not exceed-
ing $40, or imprisonment not @xceeding two
months, It is estimated that there are

3,000 blcyclists in Montreal. There are
half as many again in Toronto.
