Montreal, Oct. 6.—Mayor Prefontaine, In
an Interview late to-night, had the follow-
ing to say In regard to the article in Mr.

MEMBERS MAKE LIGHT OF MATTER

Refuse to Say What Might Have
Happened at Meeting
Place.

Allan Gibbons, the 17-yearold mson of
Mr. George -C. Gibbons, K.C.,, of London,
died early yesterday qgmornmz at the Emer-
gency Hospital under such circumstances
as to warrant Corvoner N. A. Powell in com-
municating the facts to Crown Attorney
Dewart. The cause of death was a bullet
wound thru the head inflicted by himself,
but whether by accident or with suicidal
intent is not known. Friends of the young
man stick to the theory that he was prob-
ably handling the revolver, and that it ex-
ploded accidentally.

The physicians who were in attendance
say there were no powder marks on the
lad’s face, showing that the pistol must
have been held gtlematoottromhun.
If he had Intended to end his life they
say he would have placed the barrel against
his head. On the other hand there is a
strong suspicion that the young man com-
mitted suicide:

The police have In their possession a cir-
cular which was found torn up in the room
occupied by the young man, and which,
they say, may explain why Gibbons woald
want to take his iife.

The Mysterious Note, :

This note was addressed to ‘‘Neophyte,”
and was written in green ink, bearing the
insignia of the Alpha Delta Phi Greek fra-

_ternal soclety, carried on by students of

Toronto University. It read: ‘“Be at south-
east corner of St. George and Dupont-
streets on the evening of Saturday, Oct 5,
at half-past 7 o'clock, and there await a
summons. Fall not in this, and mention
not this notice.” The note was not signed,
nor was it dated.

Gibbons was taken to the hospital in the
police ambulance about 10 o'clock on Sat-
urday mnight by Policeman Thomas Bus-
tard. He was removed from the home of
Mrs. Glass at 36 Muray-street, where he
had apartments, and where he had been
discovered in an nnponsdom condition by
some members of the Alpha Deita Phi,
who had called to see him. They rapped
at the door, and getting no response one
of the party climbed thru the transom.
Gibbons was found lylng across the bed
with his head In & pool of blood which
flowed from a wound in the t temple.
One arm hung over the edge of the bed
and within a few inches of the hand was
a 32-calibre hammerless Iver Johnston re-
volver, * : :

Bullet, Thru Brain.

Dus. 'N. A. Powell and Peters were hur-
riedly sent for, and on making an examin-
ation of the wound In the young man’s
head, they found that the bullet had pass-
ed diagonally thru the brain. The ambu-
lance was quickly called, and in it Gib-
bons was taken to the hospital, where
everything possible was done to save his
life, but despite the best efforts of the
prmFiang he gradually saak wntil his
deatn begurred at B o'clock on Sunday
morning.

Mr. George C. Gibbons, father of the
young man, resched the city on a special
train from London at 4.30 a.m. and was
present at the bedside when his son ex-
pired. Coroner Powell reported all the cir-
cumstances to Crown Attorney Dewart, and
the latter advised the physician that an in-
quest Was unnecessary. A burial certifi-
cate was lssued and Undertaker Millard
had the remains embalmed and piaced on
board the 7.40 a.m. train for the west Mr.
Gibbons accompanied the remains to his
home. b
_The dead lad is survived by his pareats,

three sisters and -obe brother. He was
educated at the London Collegiate Insti-
d matriculated at the close of te
erm. He came to Toronto early
last week to countinue his studies at Var-
sity and took a room at the home of Mis.
G.ass. Many visits were paid by bim to
the Alpha Delta Phi Chapel at 43 Murray-
stret aurng his short stay in 'Toronto, and
it is undefstood that he was approached
and asked to become a member of the or-
ganization. He was at the chapel for the
last time on Friday night and was down
town in the company ol members on Sat
urday afternoon or a few hours before he
was found unconscious in his room.
First Stage of Ordeal

The note which was found in the de-
ceased’s apartment was the member's ad-
mit, a notice for him to go thru the first
stages preparatory to becoming connected
with the organizatiou, but they laugh at
the idea of Gibbons taking his life thru
fear of what might have occurred on Sat-
urday night at the corner of Dupont amd
St. George-streets.

The World interviewed one of the young
men high up in the order yesterday, and
he said it was utterly absurd to think that
Gibbons committed suicide thru a dread
of the initiation proceedings.

“Why,'' said he, ‘“+the young man Wwas
informed what he would have to go thru
on I'riday night and he Was apparenuy
satisflied. We have /no horse| lay con-
nected with our organlzation. \se are all
sensiu.e people.”

When interrqgated further in regard to
what would have happened to Gibbons
had he kept the engagement at the street
corner, the student’s evasive reply was.
“QOh, he would probably have been giveu
some instruction!”

Nobody’s Business.

The reporter, before concluding the In-
terview, suggested to the student that
there might be an investigation into the
circumstances leading up to the death of
young Gibbons, whereupon he observed:
“The boy's father is satisfied that there
was nothing wrong and It Is nobody else’s
business.”

As for an Investigation, he declared
the University authorities could be relied
upon to do what was right if an inquiry
was deemed expedient.

But Insurance Companies Are Un-
willing to Take: Additional
Risks on His Life.

Aberdeen, Oct. 6.—Notwithstanding the
very stormy weather and the fact that
King Edward was Indisposed last week,
\His Majesty and Queen Alexandra attend-
ed divine service to-day at Crathie Church.
The King looked exceedingly well.

PREMATURE APPREHENSION.

London, Oct. 5.—(Tyibune cable.)—The
public apprehension respecting the King's
liealth may mnot be groundless, but it is
at least premature. He is in no immediate
danger, when a medical adviser has been
summoned to treat him for lumbago or
rheumatism. “The Court Circular,” when
Queen Vietoria was living, contained "
minute accounts of her daily drives and
recreations, and her subjects could al-
‘ways judge for themselves whether she
was well or sick. The King has quietly
changed this practice without exciting
much comment. ‘““The Court Circular” is
now a record of functioms of state events
and visitors of exceptional importance,
and #t 1s published intermittently and
contalns little personal Intelligence of the -
King's daily life. He has not considered
it necessary to take his subjects into his
confidence respecting the minor detalls of
dally exercise and amusement. For this
reason royalty ls more closely screened
from observation than it was during the
Victorian reign, and rumor mongers have
larger resources for creating alarm. The
King Is not belleved to be seriously Iin-
disposed by those who have access 1o
the court or are in touch with diplom=*"a
circles. At the same time it is probable
that he has been nervous and apprehen-
sive respecting h{qh:oat allment, and that
the physicians have found it difficult to
reassure him, I am also told that the 'n-
surance companies are not willing to take
additional risks on his life. This Is not
an idle rumor, but a stitement made by
an insurance expert, who has the best
facilities for learning the facts In the
case. There is much irresponsible talk
about fhe King's failing health, but It

may be attributed mainly to the despond-
ency and pessimism prevailing In Eng-
land since the outbreak of the Boer war.
Diogenes with his lamp would find It
easier to discover In the streets of Lon-

don an honest ran than an optimist.
