All this and much
maore he has accomplished, putting new
ardor into every branch of the ser-
vice, and not in the least caring wheth-
er officialdom grumbled at his interfer-
ing energy or approved, so long as
India as a whole stood to benefit by
his policy.
Some Gay Native Rulers,

One of the most embarrassing and)
irritating problems confronting a vice-
roy in JIndia is that ot the¢ native
princes and feudatory chiefs. Of these
native rulers there are roughly 600U,
soverning, with the help of a British
1esident, over 70,000,000 of their peo-
ple. From time to time some of then
make their way to England, marvelous-
ly dressed and bejewelled, speaking
English fluently, keen on English |
sports and apparently keener still on
importing occidental civilization into
their States. But these are the min-
ority. Most of the native princes are
extravagant ne'er-do-weels, surrounl-
ed by hordes of parasites, spending |
mints of money on jewels and wom:n
and the usual luxuries of the KEast. |
and letting their state go to wracik|
and ruin. The fault is not altogether |
theirs. The Indian government has!
never made up its mind how to treat
them. It insists on giving them some
sort of an education and tries to turn
them into English gentlemen. Having |
implanted a taste for sport, and hav
ing brokenr down most of the old re-
straints of caste and religion, it then|
places these young men in the seats
of the mighty, and announces . that,
| short of evidence of positive misrule, |
it is precluded by treaty from inter-
fering any further with its recent
pupils. It combines the maximum of
interference, before the young mnian is
twenty, with the minimum afterward.
It expects a chief to be both an
orthodox Hindu or a devout Mussul-

MORGAN'S WEALTH.

London, Dec. 17—In a special article,
The Daily Mail answers the question,
what is Mr. Morgan’s wealth?, as fol-
lows: It is diffiucult to convey an
adequate idea of a very rich man’'s
wealth. There are no terms in which
to express it but figures, and figures
which express great wealth are incom-
prehensible, except to the very wealthy.,

To say that Mr, J. Pierpont Mor-
gan is a millionaire or a multi-million-
aire, or a billionaire, is only a vague
way of saying that he is an enormousiy
rich man, and it is impossible to ex-
press his riches in termgs of houses and
servants, horses and carriages, steam
yachts and precious stones. The alien
mine-owner's affluence may be indi-
cated by a fur-lined coat, a large dia-
mond ring and a huge cigar. But how
to bring within the limits of the ima-

gination Mr. Morgan’s limitless riches?

In all the round world, there is only
about four hundred million pounds
sterling of minted gold. ."The capital of
the trusts and companies which Mr.
Morgan controls aggregates, according
to Ehe latest American estimate, nearly
£1,500,000,000—one* thousand five hun- |
dred million pounds sterling. What !
proportion of that is value is another |
question, and what proportion of it be- |
longs to J. P. Morgan is still another
question.  But for purpcees of cOm-
parison, there is the fact. All the
hoarded gold of the world amounts to |
considerably less than the face value
of the paper values of the Morgan in-
terests.

In relation to such stupendous wealth
such as this, his palatial steam yacht,
Coreair, is a mere watchchain trinket,
His purchase for 130,000 of the stolen
Gainsborough “Duchess” is only as if
an ordinary mortal had picked yp a
hxlling book in Charing Cross-road.
There is no possibility of realizing, in
more senses than one, wealth that
nearly quadruples all the gold of all
the world-

It is all the more impossible in the
case of Mr. Morgan, because he is not
ostentatious of his wealth. He some- |
times wears a pearl pin in his cravat, |
but the pearl pin was a present from |
someone he holds very dear, and a cra- |
vat tie, whether worn by a rich man |
or a poor, needs something to fasten |
it. He wears a gold watch chain, of
rather a large size, but he is a large
man, with a capacious waistcoat. His
collvars_.m_*e No. 19, and his hat is said |
to be 7 7-8 size. All his things uevd1
to be l'arg(», and his watch chain is not |
obtrusive. On the little finger of each
!»und he wears a signet ring, and that
is the extent of his display of jew-
elry. :

H's house in New York is on Madi-
son-averue and Thirty-eighth-street, a |
sp!f»nd.!diy built house fibed with ex- |
quigitely beautiful things, but not to |
t?e compared for grandeur and magni- |
ficence with some of the great houses |
in London. His country house, Crags- |
ton, up the Hudeon, near West Point, |
3 1omy and many acred, but similar- |
ly unpretentious. Here aré his pedi-
gree stock horses, cattle and dogs. He |
has had as many as sixty dogs in the |
kennels there.

There is another house in the Adir-
ondacks, but this he rarely uses.

In London he keeps two houses, both
of them for a man of his opportuni-
ties of selection singularly modest es-
tablishments. His town house is at 13
Prince's Gate, quite an ordinary Lon-
don house in a row' of ordinary Lon-
dion houses, to which only. am auction-
cer could apply magnificent adjectives.
But it was his father’s house, and
whatever was his father’s is sacred to
him, even his father's somewhat unin- |
spired art purchases. They remain |
among the priceless things that have |
been collected in later days, but they
belonged to Junius Spencer Morgan,
and may not be removed. Here are.
besides the £30,000 ‘Duchess,”  the
unique Louis XVI. conritie table. the
price of which was £70,000, the three
rosc-colored “Coventry” vases that
cost £10,000, the tiny blue Sevres tray
with cup and saucer valued at £2000.
There are three Cosway miniatures—
tiny, but so exquisitely beautiful ex-
amples of the master that they are
priced at £1000 each.

In art, as in finance,
disdains trifles.

A thousand dcflar ‘‘deal’’ or a thionu-
sand dollar picture does not attract
him. But to the man with a huge
financial scheme or to the man with
a priceless unique work of art to sell
he lends a ready but a discriminating
ear. He gave Mr. Sedelmeyer £010,000
for the Raphael Madonna of St. An-
themy of Padua. He gave 2,000,000
francs for the four famous tapestries
after Boucher, he bought the Toovey
library, he gave Quaritch 5000 guineas
for the “Codex Psalterum,” one of the
rarest of printed books; he purchased
in one lot M. Gavet’'s collection of 158
Rembrandt’s etchings, and similarly
M. Mamnheim’s collection of antiques
in marble, bronze and terra cotta. The
Pfungst collection of andtque horses
he bought for £15,000.

Many of his purchases he has given
away almost as soon as made. His
benefactions, both public and private,
have been princely. He gave £200,000
to Harvard TUniversity to build new
medical schools in memory of his fath-
ef. He presented his church, St.
George’s Protestant Episcopal Church,
with a new parish house and rectory,
at a ecost of £60,000, as well as an en-
dowment of £40,000 for mission work.
He was interested by a gentleman. in
a project for the establishment of =a
trade school in New York, and gave
£100,000 as an endowment. Two hun-
dred thousand pounds was his contri-
bution to the Building Fund of a New
York Hospitali for Poor Women, be
sides £70,000 for endowment and two
plots of very valuable land. His gon-
tirbution to the St. John's Cathedral
Fund is believed to have been £100.000.
Then there have been gifts to the New
York Y.M.C.A., £20,000; to Holyoake,
Mass., Library, £20,000: to St. Paul's
Cathedral here in London, the costly
electrical plant; and electrical planting
to the Loomis Sanitarium, valued at
£8000; to the Queen Victoria Memorial
Fund, £1000; and a like sum to the
Galveston Relief Fund.

These and hundreds of other splendid
benefactions, besides numerous price-
less gifts to museums and other edu-
actional institutions.

He has another house on the fringe
of London, a rcomy old Georgian house
at Roehampton—a pleasant enough re-
treat, within an easy half-hour of his
Prince’'s: Gate establishment; but not
any more  pretentious than the sub-
u-:jwan home of any London merchant
might be. Perhaps it is that, in com-
parison with his vast wealth, there are
few things purchasablé in the world
fuf‘ﬁviMﬂ_\' costly to be desired, and,
in default of them, he makes shift with
the houses and things he has.

Perhaps of all his acquisitions, the
one which conveys most forcibly the
idea of his immense purchasing power
is the service of Sir Clinton Dawkine
one of His Majesty's Privy Poun'-il‘
€ir Clinton Dawkinswas one ofthe most
esteemed and trusted servants of the
British government, To him had been
entrusted the handling of the finances
of Egypt, and to him the government
looked for tHe reorganization of the
finances of India.
