IN HOLD. OF BATILESHIP

Boiler Explosion on.U. . 3. Massa:
chusetts Works Havoc—Res-
cuers Also Suffer.

Philadelphia, Dec. 15.—Caught in a
trap and: helpless to save themsolves!
three men lost their lives and four,
others, including Lieut. William Cole.!
were terribly scalded to-day by a rush
of steam and boiling water in the fire
room ‘of the United States battleship
Massachusetts, lying at . the League
Island navy yard. The dead are:

Edward Bub, mgrried, boilermaker
and civilian; ‘Andrew Hamilton, mar-
ried, boiléermaker and civilian: Charles |
Ritzel, a boilermaker helper and civil-
jan. Injured: Lieut. Wm. Cole, U.S.N., t
assistant “chief engineer, scalded about
head and body: William Anderson, |
ship’s boilermaker, badly scalded; Jas.
Wilson, boilermaker's helper and civil-
jan, temple scalded; Jos. A. Durama, |
boilermaker’s helper and civilian, !
scalded. |

With the exception of Lieut. Cole,
all the injured reside in Philadelphia. |

Lieut. Cole received his injuries in
an heroic effort to rescue the others.
The accident was caused by the giving
away of a gasket or rubber watcher
on a boiler on the starboard side of
the ship.

The Massachusetts has been under-
going extensive repairs, particularly to
the boilers and machinery. The boiler
on_ which the accident occurred had
recently been cleaned and thoroly test-
ed. and the boilermakers were to-day
at work on another boiler. Without
warning the gasket between the boil-
er plate and the boiler head gave way
and a terrific rush of stéam and hot
water occurred. The doors of the fire
room was closed at the time the acci-
dent occurred, and the only avenue of
escape was a safefy. ladder- Only one
man, Bramlet, a ship’s firemen,thought
of the ladder and he escaped without a
scar.

Few on the {Jpper decks knew what
had happened until the steam came
rushing up from the seething. pit be-
Jow. The work of rescue was prompt,
and . to this promptness those who es-
caped death owe their thanks. The
first to enter the fire hole was Lieut.
Cole. Without hesijtating at becoming
scalded by the hot water and steam he
entered quickly and dragged the men
from the place to the door, where they :
were taken in charge by others. Bub
and Hamilton were dead when found.
and Ritzel died 4 few minutes after
being taken on deck.
