New ORLEANS.—Our levee now, with its vast
expanse of exposed and alimost naked planking,
and with its compnratively unobstructed view of
the great futher of waters, rolling majestically by,
furnishes a truly wondorful eontrast with the scene
it presented o few mon‘hs ago. ‘I hen it was fair-
ly groaning under the immense weight of the
freight which lay piled everywhere over its length
and breadth, ond its whole extended border wns
lined with ships and steamers. Now there are
rarely more than a dozen steamboats in port at one
time, and often less. To be sure, the opposite
side of the river, - here hoats are lying up {%r re-
pairs and other purposes, looks at a distance, like
a long village of white mansions; but on this side
weare happily blessed with, for the most part, a
clear prospect and an unobstructed breeze from
the river.  Yet the labors of our king, commerce,
never entirely cease. He is indefatigable in his ef-
forts.
