513.London, June 5.—(Canadian Press)— 
Interest in flat racing this season has 
been very keen, with large crowds at­
tending the principal meetings and it 
will not be surprising if more people 
than ever before journey to Epsoin 
Downs next week to celebrate Derby 
Day, the most popular institution of 
the British Turf. Better racing may 
possibly be seen later on at Royal 
Ascot, Glorious Goodwood or during 
the autumn meetings at Newmarket, 
but tbe traditions, romance and carni­
val spirit that surround Epsom Downs 
and the two great classics—the Derby 
and the Oaks—keep, Epsom to the fore 
in matters pertaining to the turf, so far 
as the masses are concerned at least.

The four days of racing, to open on 
Tuesday offers a varied and interesting 
programme.1 The Woodcote Plate, on 
the opening day, often brings together 
some of the mpst promising two-year- 
c-lds of the season, and Duncan Gray,. 
Sir John Robinson’s colt, who won the 
Plate a year ago, is a Derby candidate 
this year. Wednesday is Derby Day. 
The Great Surrey Foal Plate for two- 
year-olds and the Coronation Cup for 
three-year-olds are run on Thursday, 
while Friday’s programme Includes the 
Oaks, the classic for three-year-old 
fillies, and the Acorn Plate, for two- 
year-old fillies.

Of all the races run during the flat 
racing season—and there were over 
twenty-two hundred last year—the 
Derby is the most coveted prize. It 
has a place in turf lore that no other 

hope to share, and to supply 
the winner, train the winner or ride 
the winner of the Derby is the highest 
ambition of any one, even remotely as­
sociated with the turf. To get close 
enough to the winning post to see the 
winner of the great classic flash by is 
the hope, almost as <}ifficult to fulfil, 
of at least a million people who will 
travel to Epsom next week by every 
imaginable means-ef conveyance.

The Dfcrby is the third of the five 
great races for three-year-olds, known 
as the classics, that are run during the 
flat racing season. Two of these, the 
Two Thousand Guineas and the One 
Thousand Guineas, were run at New­
market a month ago, while the Oaks, 

over the Derby course on Friday, 
and the St. Leger, run at Doncaster in 
September, complete the series.

Wednesday’s race will be the 140th 
renewal of the Derby Stakes, run for 
the first time in 1780, just one year 
later than the Oaks and four years la tel 
than the St. Leger. It takes its name 
from the originator of the race, the 
twelfth Earl of Derby, and the Oaks

For the present 
Derby course, first used In 1872, the 
horses start at the New High Level 
Starting Post, and run Into the Derby 
course at the mile post, the actual dis­
tance being 1 mile, four furlongs and 22 
yards. It is a left hand course and the 
first half mile is slightly on the ascent

For a quarter of a mile the track 
is level and then a descent sets in un­
til 240 yards from the finish, when 
the ground again rises. The course is 
a difficult one and the rise in the 
ground in the last furlong has brought 
about the downfall of many a con­
tender whose prospects appeared 
promising up to that time.

Tliis year, for the first time, in the 
history of a premier classic race, a 
declaration of forfeits to be made in 
the year of running was included in 
the conditions ofr the Dirby and Oaks.
Of the 847 nominations for the Dirby 
when the lists closed in November, 
1921 only 87 horses were left in, with 
68 for the Oaks, out of an original 
entry Ust of 248. The final forfeits 

declared on March 27.
Lord Woolavington, whose Town 

Guard and Knockando were left in 
after the Anal forfeits were declared, 
holds ft strong hand for the chief clas­
sic Knockando, running in public for 
the first time finished second to Lord 
Rosebery’s Ellangowan In the Two 
Thousand Guineas, being beaten by a 
head. Inspection in the paddock both 
before and after the race suggested 
very strongly that there was room for 
much improvement in Knockando. 
Town Guard the champion two-year- 
old colt last season, is considered much 
superior to Knockando, but there are 
doubts in many quarters as to wheth­
er or not he can be trusted. Town 
Guard was early installed as favorite
