From many quar-
ters it has been represented to me that’
an acceptance of President Wilson’s con-
ditions would mean submission—anti-
German submission—to an anti-German
court of justice which would decide legal
questions from a viewpoint of its own
interests. If that is the case, why then
is it the extreme apostles of force in the
Entente fear the council chamber as the
guilty fear the court of justice?

“The essence of President Wilson’s
programme for a league of nations can-
{not be achieved .when all . peoples have
not the right of matiottal self-determina-
tion.. This "realization of ‘community
law means the abandonment of part of
the unqualified independence which hith- |
erto bas been the indication of sover-
‘eig'nty, both by us and others. Should
i we at home maintain as fundamental
| the national egpism which until a short
| time ago was the dominajing force? of:
