Meleod, who are named in the charges,
were not in court. They were represent-
ed, however, by the usual formidable ar-
ray of counsel to which was added D.
Mullin who dppeared for the railway
company.
At the opening of the session the tim-
ber lands inquiry was adjourned until
next Monday. Whether it will be resum-
ed then will depend on the progress of
the railway inquiry and the availability
of some of the witnesses.

Previous contractors
connected with the work were the East-
ern Construction Company and the chief
contractors the Quebec amd St. John
Construction Company.

The witness explained that work on
the Kennedy & McDonald contract had
been carried 24 1-2 miles north of Wood-
stock. The station at Centreville had not
been located because of difference of
opinion regarding the choice of the route
north of Centreville. He could not say
definitely that it would be either on the
Webb or London farms. He did/not
know that large areas had been purchas-
ed fram the Webb property. ’

He 'understood that whichever route
was chosen the station wouldrt be onfthe
London property, three-quarters ot &
mile abo]:e Centreville. No work had
been done north of Centreville, but two
routes had been located, one, the Royal-
ton, and the other the Antworth route.

Head Master’s Address,

The address of Rev. W. R. Hibbard,

headmaster of the school to the boys
was given this afternoon. He said:—
My Lord, Ladies and Gentlemen:-—
It is my object in this annual address
to select such topics as will be probably
of interest to our friends outside of the
school, so I must perforce treat of sub-
jects which are already familiar to all
who are in the school or are in any way
connetced with it.
