Twenty-Five Cent Dinners for Six.
The New York Herald Bays: Miss 

Juliet Corson, (superintendent of the 
New York Cooking School), whose re­
ceipts for fifteen cent dinners aided so 
many poor persons in the preparation of 
their daily food, has now published an­
other little pamphlet, in which she gives 
minute directions for twenty-five cent 
dinners for families of six. Two adults 
and four children is about her idea of an 
average family. She says in her pre­
face: €* The cheapest kinds of food are 
sometimes the most wholesome and 
strengthening * but, in order to obtain 
all their best qualities, we must choose 
them for their freshness, goodness and 
suitability to our needs. That done we 
must know how to cook them so as to 
make savory and nutritious meals in­
stead of tasteless or sodden messes, the 
eating whereof sends the man to the 
liquor shop for consolation. Good food, 
properly cooked, gives us good blood, 
sound bones, healthy brains, strong 

nerves and firm flesh, to say nothing of 
good tempers and kind hearts.” Milk 
she considers as healthy a drink for 
grown people as it is for children. Tea 
and coffee are recommended in modera­
tion. Instructions' are given for season­
ing food and for the selection of meats, 
vegetables, etc. The prices given are 
the average Washington market prices. 
It may seem at first as though it would 
be impossible to get marketihg for the 
prices given; but we have Miss Corson’s 
word that she has done it. The follow­
ing are the daily bills of fare for one 
week:
