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FATHER MATHEW.

This is the centenary of the birth of
Father Mathew, the great temperance
apostle, whose work for the benefit of
mankind was beyond all comparison
greater than that of any other philan-
thropist of his time. Father Mathew,
was born at Thomastown, Tipperary,
Ireland, on the 10th October, 1790.
He was said to be descended from
an illegitimate branch of the Llan-
daff family; at all events, on the
death of his father when he was very
young the kindness of this family ena-
bled the boy to enter the Roman
Catholle College of Kilkenny, from
which he was transferred as a
candidate for the priesthood to
the college of Maynooth in 1807. In
the following year, however, he left col-
lege and relinquished the secular priest-
hood for that of the Capuchin order, in
which he took priest’s orders in
1814, and was sent to the church
of his order in the city of Cork.
His singular charity, benevolence and
gentleness, his simple yet effective
eloquence, and his faithful zeal won him
universal love and respect. But if he had
beenno more than a priest, however
acceptable his ministrations might have
been, he would have lived and died
comparatively unknown. His great
life work was as & temperance reformer
and it is not too much to say that the
temperance work in which he took so
conspicuous & part has done
more to revolutionize the world
than almost any other movement
of human origin. In 1838, he establish-
ed an association on the principle of total
abstinence which in less than nine
months numbered more than 150,000
members. His success as a temperance
advocate was probably greater than that
of any man who has lived, before or
since. It is said, and likely the story is
little if any exaggerated, that
in Galway 150,000 signed the
pledge through  his influence in
two days, and in Dublin 70,000
were enrolled in five days. Eventually
his association included a large propor-
tion of the adult population of Ireland,
and the effect was such that many of
the distilleries and breweries fell into
disuse and rotted to their foundations.
Later he labored in Liverpool, Manches-
ter and London,and in the United States
in 1849-1851. His later years were cloud-
ed by pecuniary t
partly due to his unbounded charity
and lack of business qualifications. In
1847 a pension of £300 was granted him
by theQueen;he died in 1856,but the fruit
of his labors still endures and the gener-
al reform which he wrought continues to
the present day. When we look back
upon the great work performed by
Father Mathew, the influence of which
is likely to be felt as long as time en-
dures, the effectiveness and grandeur of
his theory of reform is brought
home to us with irresistible force.
Men are easily led in any direction, by
intellects more powerful than their own,
especially if they have confidence in the
purity of the motives of their leaders,
but of all creatures they are probably
most obstinate when an attempt is made
to make them the subjects of coercion.
The almost boundless charities of the
world show us that there is a tenderness
in nearly every human heart which
prompts a quick response to the appeals
of the victims of evil fortune, and by the
readiness with which individuals and
communities resent encroachments up-
on their rights, whether actual
or imagined, we see that coer-
cion is their abhorrence and bhas
been and always will be resisted to the
death. Father Mathew had studied his
own heart and the hearts of mankind,
and he knew that men could be lead by
a thread where it would be impossible
to drive them with a club. We wish,
for the good of the race, that those who
are todsy striving to abolish the evils of
intemperance by legal enactments, were
as intelligently guided, and as successfal
in their humanitarian efforts as was
Father Mathew.
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THE SURFACE GEOLOGY OF NEW BRUNS-
WICK-

Tre Gazerte has on more than one
occasion directed attention to the im-
portant work that was being done by
the staff of the geological survey of Can-
ada, in respect to the surface geology of
New Brunswick. This work was com-
menced six years ago, and hasbeen con-
tinued ever since under the direction of
Mr. Robert Chalmers, a native of this
province. The work of the sur-
vey . consists of examining the
superficial deposits | in reference to
their origin and distribution, more
especially as to the nature of the
.8oil. When the work is completed and
the maps are published they will show
the character and value of every square
mile of soil in the province, and also the
character of the forst growth ofthe coun-
try. About one third of the province,
comprising the counties of Bt. John,
Charlotte, Kings, Queens, Resti-
gouche,  Gloucester, and parts
of Albert, Westmoreland and
Kent, have already been gone over
and a portion of the results published.
The results of the remaining part of the
survey, so far as completed, will be made
public some time during the next ses-
sion of Parliament. The Gazerre has
already expressed the opinion that this
work is as important as any in which
any department of the government is
engaged, and that the results are likely
to be ‘iof incalculable value
to the province of New
Brunswick. It will probably be five or
six years before the work is completed,
at the present rate of progress, but it
would be better to put a larger force on
and complete it in less time. When the
work i dope wé s ¥ for the first time
have an official survey, of the most

thorough  character, of the soil
of the entire area of the Pro-vince.
It is unnecessary to enlarge on the
value of such a record, but its value will
be greatly lessened if the fullest pub-
licity is not given to the maps and the
descriptions which accompany them.
The provinclal government ought to
publish and distribute as widely as pos-
sible & summary of the work that has
already been done, as & guide to settlers
and for the purpose of showing the value
of our agricultural resources.

THE PROFITS OF A DRY DOCK-

Some months ago, when Mr. Leary
proposed to build a dry dock in St. John,
large enough to accomodate the biggest
steamship afloat, a great cry was raised
by certain politicians, who were inter-
ested in defeating the provincial govern*
ment, that a dry dock was not needed,
and that it would never pay. One would
have supposed to hear these persons
talk  that the people who
build dry docks in other
parts of the world were all fools, and that
the only wise men on the face of the
earth were the persons who thought the
appointment of Mr. R. J. Ritchie as po-
lice magistrate a good reason for oppos-
ing harbor improvements in St. John.
The anti-dry dock men were very clear
on two points : the first was that the
Halifax dry dock was of no use and
would never pay anything to its owners,
and the second was that the blocks which
we have in St. John were quite as
good as any dry dock if not better. It
is remarkable that close upon these con-
fident statements we have the proof that
they are wholly absurd and groundless.
When the Loanda came here last week
from the West Indies it was found that
her bottom needed cleaning and paint-
ing. Ifour blocks are as good as any
dry dock we would have supposed that
the Loanda would have been placed
upon them and the necessary work done
there. Mr. George F. Baird, who controls
the Loanda, is not a man who is likely
to neglect any facilities that may exist
for the repair of his vessel in St. John,
nor is he likely to throw money away
unnecessarily, Yet Mr. Baird did not
put the Loanda on the blocks here, but
sent herto Boston to be docked ata
cost of many hundreds of dollars, a
whole week being lost in doing this
necessary work. Mr. Baird only recog-
nized the fact, which has long been
known, that blocks are utterly useless
forany extensive repairs to an iron
steamship.

The Halifax dry dock, against which
so much was said a few months ago, has
also vindicated its usefulness in a re-
markable manner. Since it was built, in
addition to minor work, the steamship
Thingvalla has been repaired in it, and
the Ulunda will soon be in Halifax dock
for repairs. The Thingvalla had her

bows stove in by a collision, and her|

disbursements in Halifax amounted to
$60,000. The damage done to the Ulun-
da is much greater than that suffered by
the Thingvalla,and the cost of her repairs
will be at least $60,000 if not more.
A business of $120,000 in one year is not
bad for a dry dock which was declared
by our wiseacres to be of no use, merely
an ugly hole in the ground which
would have to be filled up. The fact
should be duly recognized that a port
which is without a dry dock is not prop-
erly equipped for ocean traffic and that
unless St. John has a dry dock we can-
not expect steamships to come here.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

We publish elsewhere a portion of an
official statement in regard to the
changes in the U. B. tariff so far as they
affect Canadian exports caused by the
McKinley act. Itis by no means com-
plete, but is correct as far as it goes. The
changes in the lumber schedule will be
of great interest to our exporters at the
present time.

A Winnipeg despatch confirms the
favorable report of the crops of our North
West, and states that there will be at
least fifteen million bushels of wheat for
export. As this wheat is now harvest-
ed and mostly thrashed this estimate is
probably correct. To what port will this
fifteen millions of wheat go for shipment?
It might come to St. John if we had
wharves, warehouses and elevators, but
having none of these things it must go
elsewhere.
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In 1882 when Mr Colter ran for York,
at the general election he was a ‘mem-
ber of the government and his
majority over Mr. Blair, who was
also elected, was 667. In 1886,
when Mr, Blair was a member of the
government and Mr. Colter was in op-
position, Mr. Blair's majority over Mr.

The Telegraph made a great point the
other day of the fact that according to
the government returns, there was in
circulation the fractiohal sum of 36 cents
in the return of bills of the denomina-
tion of $5, $10, and $20in circulation. It
was explained by the Sun in reply to the
Telegraph that the same thing existed
when the Liberals were in power. It
seems that the Telegraph all along knew
the trué explanation of the matter and
concealed it in order to make a point
againsf the government. It says this
morning :

The explanation is simply that the de-

rtment redeems pieces of notes. An

tawa wagz once tore off the end of a
dollar note, received 25 conts at the de-
partment in redemption of it and paid a
debt of one dollar with the remainder.
Had he presented the larger piece at the
treasury he would have received 50 or
more cents for it. When it comes to re-
ceiving two-fifths of a 25 cent scrip for 10
cents and charging the balance of 15
cents as being still in circulation it strikes
some minds a8 bordering on the redicu-
lous.

Why was not the Telegiaph candid
enongh to make this explanation in the
first place? Why did it seek to make a
point against the government in regard
to a matter which it knew was perfectly
proper.

THE McKINLEY TARIFF.

The Changes in Duties Which will Af-
fect Canada.

The following is a revised account of
the changes in duties which will affegt
Canadian exports according to the Mc-
Kinley tariff:—

CHANGES IN THE FREE LIST.

In the free list the following changes
are made :

Animals imported for breedlng pur-
poses must be of pure blood of a recog-
nized breed and duly registered in the
book of record established for that breed.
The old law admitted such animals on
proof satisfactory to the secretary of the
tressury; also the teams of persons com-
ing into the United States from foreign
countries.

Wild animals intended for exhibition
in zoological collections for scient:fic and
educational purposes, and not for sale or
profit, are also admitted free.

The provision providing for the
return free of duty of articles of
American manufaéture once sent out of
the country is extended to make its
terms more explicit and to prevent
fraud,

Bolting cloths to come in free must
not be sunitable for manufactnre into
wearing apparel.

Straw braids, etc, for making or
ornamenting hats and bonnets ;duitable
at 20 per cent, are added.

Cotton waste or flocks is made free.

Precious stones other than diamonds,
rough oruncat, glaziers’ and engravers’
diamonds not set, and watch jewels are
included.

Free eggs are limited to those of birds,
fish and insects.

Fashion plates engraved on cotton are
made free.

The provision about fish which stands
in the old law, “Fresh for immediate

consumption,” reads, “Fish, the product |

of American fisheries, and fresh or frozen
{sh (excepting salmon) caught in fresh
waters by American vessels or with nets
or other devices owned by citizens of the
United States.”

The following are added to the free
list: Currants, dates, jute, jute butts,
sisal grass, sunn, other texile grasses,
unmanufactured grease, sour orange
juice, paper stock and other waste,
phosphate for other than fertilizing
purposes, potash, seeds and bulbous
roots, -not edible; sugars under No. 16
Dutch standard,and all forms of sugar
and molasses below that grade; tar and
pitch, tobacco stems, - turpentine; nickel
and nickel matte, containing more than
10 per cent of copper, shall pay a duty of
3 cent a pound on the copper contained
therein.

Six hundred weavers employed in
Lister & Co.’s mills of Bradford, Eng.,
struck yesterday for an advance ofa
penny per jpiece. The company offers
an advance of a half-penny per piece.

Mrs. Birchall who has been very ill
again since her interview with her
husband, is once more better. It is now
understood that the writingto which the
prisoner has been devoting so much
time is a statement to completely clear
his wife of any suspicion in connection
with his fraunds.

A. F. Gault, the Montreal cotton king,
says that negotiations for the purchase
of the Halifax, St. John, Moncton, Wind-
sor, Ste. Anne, Montmorency, Chambly,
Kingston and Brantford grey cotton
mills were progressing satisfactorily.
A charter will be asked for, and each of
the mills will have a representative on
the board of management.

Two ordinances passed by the Canadian
Northwest assembly last session have
been disallowed. One is a game ordin-
ance, making a close season for game
and other restrictions applicable to In-
dians, thus contravening the Indian
treaties. The second ordinance made
regulations regarding practitioners in
courts of the territories. The dominion
government having created and sustain-
ed these courts, reserves to itself the
right of making regulations regarding
them.

In the United States circuit court at
Boston yesterday, a decision was filed
in the case of tge Pullman Palace Car
company v. the Boston & Albany railroad
et al for infringement of a patent grant-
ed in 1889 to George M. Pullman for a
new and usefdl improvement in solid
vestibule connections between railroad
cars.
