THE CENSUS.

The reasons why a new census of St.
John must be taken may be briefly stat-
ed as follows:—While the official census
shows St. John to have lost 2,174 of its
population in ten years, it is impossible
that these figures can be correct, for the
following reasons:—

1st. The number of resident rate payers
has increased from 7609 in 1881 to ©,111
in 1890 an addition of 1,505 in nine
years, and at the rate of almost 20 per
cent. The additional names of rate pay-
ers added this year will bring the in-
crease up to twenty per cent.

2nd. The number of children going to
the public schools has increased from
5,924 in 1881 to 6,818 in 1891, an increase
of 894 in school attendance or at the rate
of more than 15 per cent.

3rd. The number of families returned
as liable to assessment for water rates
in St. John north and south has in-
creased from 6,235 in 1881 to 7,155 in 18-
91,0r at the rate of almost 15 per cent for
the portions of the city named.

4th. The number of houses in St.
John has increased from 5,136 in 1881 to
not less than 5,800 in 1891, or at the rate
of 13 per cent. and these houses are
much more fally occupied now than
they were in 1881.

5th. The postoffice revenue of St. Jobn
derived from the sale of stamps increased
from $33,274 in 1881 to $44,214, an in-
crease of about 33 per cent. showing that
after making due allowance for an in-
crease in the use of the mails, there must
also have been a large increase in popu-
lation.

In view of these five reasons for believ-
ing that the population of 8t John has
increased since 1881, it is impossible to
resist the conclusion that if St. John had
41,353 inhabitants in 1881 it must now
have not less than 48,000 people.

SIR HECTGHHETIHEHEIT.

The resignation of Sir Hector Lange-
vin has been accepted by the govern-
ment, and that old time statesman is no
longer one of the leaders of the Conser-
vative party. Considering the manner
in which the inquiry into the affairs of
the Public Works department has devel-
oped there need beno surprise at this
result. Sir Hector Langevin has evident-
ly not been able to exercise such an ef-
ficient supervision over the affairs of his
department as was necessary. Whether
personally involved in the scandals un-
earthed in that department or not, it is
evident that his usefulness as a member
ofthe cabinet was ended the moment it
was shown that grave evils had been go-
ing on under his very eyes by which
the public must have suffered heavy
losses. Under these circumstances it
was the duty of the cabinet to accept
Sir Hector's resignation and to relieve
itself of the responsibility of the acts
which had impaired the efficiency of
his administration of public affairs.

GODLESS INSTRUCTION.

We regret that Bishop Kingdon, in
his speech at the opening of the Daven-
port school yesterday, should have
applied the term “Godless instruction”
to the teaching in the public-schools of
this province. We had hoped that after
the decision of the long conflict over
separate schools in this province the last
bad been heard of the hateful term,
Godless schools, as applied to the schools
of New Brunswick. We do not well see
how schools in which the reading of the
bible is allowed, and which are, in most
cases opened by prayer, can be described
as “Godless.” No pupil who attends our
public schools can fail to understand so
much of theology as is involved in the
idea of a Supreme Being and the redemp-
tion of man through the merits of the
Saviour and his death on the cross and
this we think is as much religions in-
struction as can be advantageously ap-
plied in ordinary schools. Our public
schools are not theological seminaries,
but they are in no sense Godless. No
one has any objection to the Church of
England or any other religious body es-
tablishing schools of its own for the
teaching of its doctrines, but it is most
unfair to characterize all other schools
as Godless, or to say that the instruction
imparted in them is of little value.

With regard to religious instruction
in schools, we doubt whether it is wise
to teach theology in them beyond the

inculcation of those elementary truths

to which we have already referred. The
best religious instruction is that which
is imparted at home or in the Sabbath
school, and if a home is Godless, re-
ligious teaching in a public school will
be more apt to make religion a subject
of scoffing than a benefit to the pupil. If
there are Godless homes in any com-
munity the responsibility must largely
rest on the ministers of religion whose
mission it should be to bring such
people into the churches. If they fail
in doing this they have done less than
their duty and it is not to be expected
that the public schools should be
charged with the responsibility of doing
the work of the clergy. We hope that
the Davenport school for boys will be as
great a success as its promoters wish,
but its chances of success will not be in-
creased by its visitor or managers speak-
ing of all other instruction but that given
in the Davenport school as Godless.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Globe, which grabbed all the pub-
lic printing it could get under the Mac-
kenzie administration, is very fierce
against those Conservative newspapers
which do public printing for the govern-
ment now. The Globe in this respect
shows its utter lack of fairness and con-
sistency. The Globe is only consistent
in one thing, that is in hatred of the
British empire and its flag.

The reason given by the keeper of the
Marine Hospital for refusing to admit
the wounded sailor last night, that he
was not an articled seaman, is very ab-
gurd. ifsuch areason was to prevail
the hospital would be of no use except to
Norwegian sailors who are the only ones
who remain attached to their vessels
permanently. Other sailors are dis-
charged as soon as the vessel arrives at
this port and shipped again when the
vessel leaves. It is evident that a change
is needed in the management of the
Marine Hospital. A man who is so in-
human that he will not take in a wound-
ed sailor who was in danger of dying in
the street should be at once discharged
from the public service of Canada. If
the government persists in keeping this
man in the Marine Hospital they will
be sharers in the responsibility of his
wrong doing.

ST. LAWRENCE RIVER.

A River That Holds Half the Fresh
Water of the Globe—Cold Waves
Stayed by its Modifying Inflnence
—Some Facts and Figures.

(Brooklyn Eagle.)

Travelers on the St. Lawrence river
are so ahsorbed by the ever changing
scenery, the deliciousness ofthe atmos-
phere, the excitement and peril of the
rapids through which the steamer rush-
es with headlong speed, that they give
little thought to the grand marvel of na-
ture which the river and its monster
reservoirs in the lakes forever present
to the observer who reflects upon the
magnitude  of the forces  at
work. Probably mno region on this
continent or in the world, of simi-
lar extent, is so healthful as this
great St. Lawrence valley. From the lit-
tle St. Louis streamlet at the west end of
Lake Superior to the broad reach of
waters parted by Anticosti island, the
majestic barriers to the stormy gulf of St.
Lawrence, the whole distance of 2,000
miles is distinguished for salubrity. The
weather records are constant witnesses
to the staying of hot waves; and cold
waves on their march across the contin-
ent, when they are subjected to the
modifying influence oi this great body of
fresh water. Six yearsago in July, the
mercury vas inthe nineties in New York
for many consecutive days. Each day
the “probabilities” noted the coming of
a cold wave. Each day it was
checked at the St. Lawrence and
turned back. During that period the
thermometer was once at 79 and once at
88 (the last day of the beated term in
New York), and most of the time there
were fires in the houses morning and
evening, and overcoats were needed by
day and blankets by night. It is not
strange that so many thousands flock to
the St. Lawrence for health and comfort
and for sport. There are hot days in the
summer months, to be sure, but the com-
binations of wind and atmosphere de-
prive them of their potency and force
and limit their number.

And now for a few details and figures,
not uninteresting, and which may pre-
sent to some readers new conceptions of
the great river. The dimensions of the
lakes may be summarized as follows,the
figures varying with different author-
ities, but the table is substantially cor-
rect:—

Lake Huron here includes Georgian
bay. The areas of the lakes are together
nearly 100,000 square miles. The de-
scent from Lake Erie to Lake Ontario is.
333 feet, which includes Niagara Falls
and the rapids above and below. The
descent from Lake Ontario to Montreal
is 934 feet. The St. Lawrence, geograph-~
ically speaking, includes all the great
lakes and is 2,050 miles long, about 1,-
000 miles less than the Amazon, 500 less
than the Rio de la Plata, and 150 less
than the Volga. Six rivers in Asia
have a greater length and two in
Africa. “The basin of the St. Lawrence,”
says Guyot, “18 singularly small com-
pared. with the magnitude of the stream
and the abundance of its waters. The
water shed is hardly more than a few
miles from the lakes and the zone of
drainage is small.” The waters flow to
other basins, and until the Ottawa river
and the Saguenay are reached,the afflu-
ents are unimportant as conveyers of
the overflow from the land. Yet we are
told by high authority that the
St. Lawrence  holds  half the
fresh water of the globe. By re-
ducing the length of the lakes and their
depth to rivers one mile broad and 100
feet deep, one can estimate or imagine
the vast extent of the river that might
be made from this immense mass of
water. The illimitable flow of the St.
Lawrence, its compressed water shed
and the general regularity of its depth
point to the generally received opinion
that the lakes and river are fed
by multitudinous springs and sub-
terranean streams. It would be difficult
to convince those familiar with this
mighty river that this is not so. The
peculiar current of the river and the con-
stant ebullition from below to the sur-
face seem to point to the action of hidden
and underlying forces. The bottom of all
the great lakes except Lake Erie, as will
be seen from the above table, is far be-
low the level of the Atlantic ocean. Their
waters are thus held in beyond the poss-
