RETALIATION BY MEXICO.

Heavy Duty to be Placed on American
Cattle, Skeep, Swine, Ete.

Crry or MEexico, via Gavestox, Tex.,
Sept. 5.—An important change in the tar-
iff, which will seriously affect the growing
trade in the importation of American cat-
tle, sheep and swine, has been decreed.
Formerly cattle, etc., came in free of duty
but since the American government en-
tered on the policy of shutting out Mexi-
can silver, lead ores and imposing duties
on Mexican vessele, there has been
a popular demdnd, even . among
journals and politicians friendliest to the
United States, that this government
should place duties on American cattle,
swine and sheep, and the result is that
from Nov. 1 next beef cattle will pay $3
a head, sheep 35 cents, pigs $2.25, mules
$2, each, horses except geldings, $20, and
fresh meat; hitherto free, 10 cents a kilo-
gram, or about five cents a pound. - This
decree is a severe blow to the growing
cattle and dressed beef trade with
the United States, and will be
felt by the railways, = which
have spent mnch money  prepar-
ing for increasing business: but even
among resident Americans it is acknow-
ledged that the government must show &
disposition to maintain the rights of
Mexican citizens, whose interests in
mines have been harmed enormously by
Secretary Windom’s decision regarding
silver, lead ores, etc. In some northern
state there is a crisis among miners in
consequence of this unexpected roling in
Washington. The American pressshould
take up this matter and put a stop o the
policy of Mr.. Windom, who in playing
directly into the hands of European mer-
cantile interests here, by creating & feel-
ing that Americans do not desire trade
on fair terms with Mexico.

Mexican cattle and sheep raisers in
the northern states will be greatlyjencour-
aged by thismove on the part of their
government, for of late they have severe-
ly felt American campetition, but the
administration did not feel willing to
change the existing tariff, owing to a
sincere desire to maintain liberal trade
arrangements with the United States,
but now that the American government
has  displayed a  disposition
not to encourage more
intimate commercial intercourse this

governwent feels at liberty to imitate
that policy of stiff protection which is
apparently the guibing idea of the
American government. The national
railway o. believe that the new
tariff will kill off the entire meat su&ﬂy
trade from the United States, but ge

Steve
Brodie accomplished the feat today of
going over Niagara Falls in a rubber
suit.

Brodie left his hotel with a party at
4 3 m, and went to a point 20 feet above
the falls where he stripped and bad
his body padded with cotton batting, put
on his rubber suit. which was inflated 52
inches aronnd theé waist and 75 around
the chest. His head geaf was also in-
flated, while two “steel bands protected
his body.
At © 5:30 Brodie with his paddle
entered the water. He caught the current
waved his paddle to his'friends and in a
w seconds latter was shot over the cen-
tre of the Horse Shoe Falls: . Luckily he
was shot over - ontdide of one of
the filing volumes ' of - water
and was quickly lostin the mist and
foam.
He was buried from view for nearly 2
minutes when a black speck coverced with
a thick white coating was seen bobbing
and jumping in the boiling waters.
In a short time Brodie was caught in
a current and carried ata brisk pace
t ward the American shore and then
suddenly was hurried toward the Cana-
dian shore, where men had ropes ready
to drag him from the water.
One man swam out 200 feet with a rope
fastened to his waist and after several
attempts reached Brodie and fasten-
ing the rope to the: iron - bands
around his waist, the daringswimmer
was pulled ashore. Brodie was insensi-
ble for 20 minutes and blood oozed
from his mouth, nose, and ears, probably
from concussion.
