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THE SENTENCE OF WATT.

It is not too much to say that the
pablic consciance of St. John received a
severe shock yesterday when it was
learned that Watt, the slayer of Torry,
had escaped with a sentence of only one
month’s imprisonment in the common
jail. This sentence appeared 80 utterlydis-
proportioned to the crime of which Watt
had been found guilty that people at first
refused to believe such a penalty
had been imposed for such an offence by
a New Brunswick judge, but the news
proved to be only too true and
now it stands on record that in
a case where & man was trying
to prevent a couple of drunken
roffisns from entering his house and
was stabbed to deathon his own door-
step by one of them, the murderer es-
caped with the penalty of one month’s
imprisonment in jail. This must have
been delightful news to the lawless
classes, to the lazy loafers who sun them-
gelves on Fort Howe and live on the
money hardly earned by their mothers
and sisters; to the creatures who are
ready to add assassination to robbery on
occasion, but it was shocking intelligence
to our law-abiding citizens who think
that human life is of some value and who
do not use threats to cut each others guts
out as terms of endearment, or caress
each other with open knives in their
hands.

Chief Justice Allen is a man of such
thorough honesty of character, 8o
eminently fair minded and judical in
his views, that any newspaper must feel
pained to be compelled to criticize his
conduct. Yet in a matter of this kind,
where the well being of the whole com-
munity is involved, plain speaking is
necessary, and it can only be said that
the Chief Justice’s usual sagacity has
utterly failed him in pronouncing this
sentence. What is the theory upon
which _this absurdly inadequate
sentence is based? The theory is
that <Watt  had been  cutting
tobacco and had the knife-in his
hand, and that when he struck Torry he
forgot that the knifs was in his hand,
the fatal result being thus due to
an accident. - Now this theory is utterly
repugnant to common sense. If a man
had an open knife in his hand, with
which Le had been cutting tobacco the
blade would be against his fore finger
and if he struck a blow with the blade
in this position he would cut his own
hand and not the breast of the man he
struck. To inflict the wound of which
Torry died would require the knife to
be reversed and held dagger fashion
in the hand with \he blade against the
little finger, and even in that case the
blow would have to be a downward one.
Let any one who desires to test the
theory on which Watt escaped, place an
open knife in his hand and try whether
any object at which he aims an ordinary
blow will touch it. He will find that a
stab such as that which killed Torry
could not result from a direct blow, but
that there must have been an intention
to stab and for that purpose the knife
must have been held in a peculiar posi-
tion, so peculiar that no person using it
could have forgotten that he had the
knife in his hand. The confession of
Watt,therefore; as far as it related to the
manner of stabbing must be set down as
false and untruthful. Whoever inflicted
the wound of which Torry died, did not
do it by accident but with an intention
to cut him if not to kill.

There is something really grotesque in
this sentence when contrasted with
others pr d upon offenders at the
same court, and by the same judge. Al-
bert Morgan for indecent assault, was
sentenced to twelve months imprison-
ment and twelve lashes; Frederick
Damen, who was convicted of wound-
ing a sailor with a knife without intend-
ing to do grievous bodily harm, was sen-
tenced to six months in the jail, while
Watt who killed his man handsomely
with a knife, got one month’s imprison-
ment. As awell known barrigter re-
marked after hearing this extraordinary
sentence, “To make the farce complete
the judge should have told Wattt
to go and apologize to him for the in-
convenience he had been putto by his
detention.”

EFFECTS OF THE VISIT OF MR, ELLIS TO
WASHINGTON.

We are already beginning to hear the
echoes of the visit of Mr. Ellis to Wash-
ington, where he appears to have gone
for the purpose of giving aid and comfort
to the enemies of Canada. Thanks to
Mr.;Ellis and others of the same stripe,
Canada is already spoken of in Washing-
ton as hungering and thirsting for annex-
ation with the United States, and ready
on any pretext to sever the tie which
binds us to the mother country. Let
the reader who doubts this give his at-
tention to the following report of a discus-
gion which took place in the United
States Senate, on Tuesday,over the appro-
priation of $400,000 for mortars for sea-
coast defence. We quote:

Mr. Cockrell commenting upon a re-
mark that an ironclad of even a fourth-
class power could levy contributions on
the seaboard cities, said he would like
Great Britain to levy a war contribution
of even a nickel on New York. The act
would be followed by an ipvasion of
Canada and a confiscation of every
gm.icle of property owned there by

reat Britain, amounting to billions and
billions. Mr. Hale remarked that the
Canadian offset would make no figure in

the guestion, because if there were any |0

hostilities between Great Britain and
the United States, which he prayed
would be averted, England would assume,
in advance, that the United States wounld
take possession of Canada, and one
reason why England might be driven by
force of circumstances to exact contribu-
tions from seacoast cities would be

because she knew that she would lose
Canada. The United States could not re-
coup upon her bs taking Canada, because
the tie which held Canada to Great Brit-
ain was very small, any way. He believ-
ed that the annexation view in Cangda
was certainly enlarging and becoming
more powerful, and that Canada would,
in a peaceful way and at no distant
day,come to the United States. Mr.
Cockrell—What. would become of the
Canadian bonded debt held in England?
Would we permit that debt to be held as
an obligation to be paid? Mr. Hale—I
am certain of this, that if Canada came
to'ws by peaceful processes, we will -as-
sume her debt. If she should come by war,
the qtrestion of her debt, owed not to the
British government, but to private in-
dividuals, wonld be a_question for ne-
gotiation. Mr. Cockrell—I can say that
it is absolutely certain that there should
be no such negotiation, and I want Eng-
land to know today thatin thatevent we
shall take Canada, with all thatshe has;
without any kind of mortal obligation,
national or individual. Canada knows
that as well as we do,and England knows
1t

This is the kind of language we hear
about ourselves in the senate of a nation
to which Mr. Ellis wounld have us bow
with obsequious humility. Canany man
of British blood read the above without
feeling bis nerves tingle with indigoa-
tion. The morality of the United States
senate, judging them by their own words;
is that of a gang of thieves. Both senator
Hale and the blackguard senator from
Missouri, Cockrell, want Canada, but
Hale has been privately assured by Ellis
and men like him that Canada, will be-
come a part of the United States very
soon without any bloodshed. Ia any
case Canada must be seized and British
property here confiscated. The tie
that binds Ellis, Cockrell, and
Hale together is a common
hatred of Great Britain and of the Bri-
ish flag. Ellis is a snake who has been
warmed into life and prosperity in the
bosom of Canada and who longs to de-
stroy her. - Cockrell is an ignorant brag-
gart with the morals of a sneak thiefand
the instincts of a highwayman who hun-
gers and thirsts not only for Canada but
for the plunder of British private invest-
ors who have placed money here. Hale
is a more politic and smooth spoken rob-
ber who thinks that Canada may be had
without any fuss or bloodshed, for 8o he
has been assured by his friend Ellis.

It perhaps may be no harmto inform
this trio of enemies of our country that
Canada is not for sale. As to the inva-
sion and occupation of Canada by an
American army being a mere picnic, as
the blatant Cockrell seems to think, the
very same thing was said about Canada
by American orators such as Henry Clay
prior to the war of 1812. Canada was to
be taken without any army according to
that enemy of England, yet after a war
which lasted almost three years, and
after bringing 576,622 regulars and
militia into the field against Canada, we
still remained unconguered by the
United States. Canada can neither be
conquered, coerced nor persuaded into
becoming & part of the United States and
the sooner Americans make up their
minds to this the better it will be for all
concerned.

THE UNTIHI_O_EI.EGTIOIIS.

The government of Mr. Mowat was sas-
tained yesterday in Ontario by about the
same majority that he had in the last
Legislature, a result which is not sur-
prising considering the character of the
contest. Mr. Mowat’s strong point is
that he has administered the affairs of
Ontario econominally and well for the
past eighteen years, and had made com-
paratively few mistakes. His opponents
had no such record to show and the is-
sues they raised were not of a character
likely to recommend them to prudent
people who do not desire to see this Do-
minion torn in two by race and relig-
ious differences. The Toronto Empire
led the journalistic opposition to Mr.
Mowat, and led it badly. Since Mr.
Livingston left this paper, it has been
conducted so weakly as to bea positive
injury to the Conservative party. Nomin-
ally, under the editorship of a Mr. Creig-
ton, a local politician, who does not
appear to be a writer at all, it is utterly
destitute of editorial ability or judgment.
Its only mission, so far, seems to have
been to sink money for its too confiding
stockholders. If the campaign against
Mr. Mowat had been conducted with
ability, the result might have been
different; as it is, it will excite no
surprise, and but little regret.

Nearly all European
markets are similarly affected through
the prospect of silver legislation, and the
extent of the probable rise in silver if the
bill passes. Mr. Robert Giffen of the
board of trade, who is the highest
authority on the subject in England, says
that the rise cannot exceed 52 pence per
ounce, and he considers that the Amer-
ican pedple.mesn to have the gold stand-
ard, but in any ease a collapse in silver
must come, leading to serious widespread
