CONFLAGRATION IN
SPENCER’S ARCADE

One of the Most Destructive Fires in
History of City on Satur-
day Night.

One of the largest and most destruc-
tive fires in this city in many decades
broke out on Saturday night, at Spen-
cer's Arcade, playing havoe with the
building and stock, and causing a loss
estimated in the neighborhood of one

Instructing his
men to be prepared to follow he hur-
riedly drove along Broad street in his
rig to investigate, He bad jjust driven
as far as Johnson street when a couple
of alarms were received at headquart-
ers, one by telephone and another from
box 23. Immegdiately the; Waterous en-
gine followed - the chief, and in short
order all the available"apparatus not
only from headquarters, but from the
branch halls was dashing to the, scene.
The engine met the James Bay hose
reel at the corner of Fort and Broad,
and a line of hose was attached to the
hydrant there. This, together with a
line from the chemical was taken
through the wacant lot, on Broad street,
and the water directed from the roof
of the emporium’s office, This was an
ideal point from which to commence
the operations, which proved very effec-
tive.

The hose reel from headquarters went
along Government to Fort, and in a
short time every hydrant in the neigh-
borhood was turned. Lines were laid
from the hydrants at Douglas and View,
Broad and Fort, Yates and Broad, Gov-
ernment and Trounce alley, and Gov-
ernment and Fort, There were in all
four thousand feet of hose laid, and
with the exception of the other engine
at headquarters, which was laid up for
repairs, all the fire fighting apparatus
in Victoria was on hand to cope with a
blaze which threatened to destroy the
heart of the city..

"Their admir-
able efforts certainly saved the city
from a conflagration never ‘equalled "n
its history, and it is a source of pride
to Victorians to know that its fire de-
partment is so efficient, and so ably
commanded. Praise also is due to the
ex-firemen and veterans who scentel
the battle like war chargers, who were
in the midst of the struggle, and render-
ed assistance of the most valuable char-
scter, The police also deserve great
credit for the manner in which they
preserved order, for although the crowd
was extremely orderly, curiosity often
impelled some of the people to cross the
forbidden zone.

Work will be commenced at once in
making the necessary repairs, and the
management will endeavor to resume
business as quickly as possible, In the
meantime the question of loss and in-
surance is receiving attention.

This apprehénsion was
strengthened when it was remembered
that in the vicinity were stores with th«
most inflammable stock, ideal prey for
the flames. These were the Victoria
Book & Stationary, Hibben & Co.,
Henry Young, and other places, which
would have gone like tinder had the fire
been permitted to spread.

The firemen were hampered in theéir
work by the tin covering on the roof,
which made it impossible to locate the
flames from above. Nevertheless they
succeeded in getting the fire zone be-
tween the streams from below and those
fiom the roof, and to the two forces
the conflagration was forced to su>-
cumb. The firemen worked with fever-
ish energy and daring. In fact they ap-
peared so utterly Yegardless of their
own danger that there were several nar-
row escapes. 'While the fire was at its
fiercest Chief Watson, M. Conlin, a vet-
eran fire fighter, who absolutely couldn't -
keep away from the battle, and a num- |
ber of firemen, were on the second floor
pouring a perfect torrent on the stub-f
bornly resisting flames. Suddenly - a !
ceiling above them gave way, and fell|
with a crash. At first it was feared that
some of the men were buried in the
ruins, but they were soon found to be
safe and sound ready for any emer-
gency which might crop up.

The animal was se
antiquated and generally battered op
that its progress toward recovery was
distressingly slow, It was given com-
fortable quarters and examined by Di.

The
owner of the horse was recently allowed
out orn suspended sentence, having beem:
prosecuted for allowing it to stand sew-
eral hours in the rain, Owing to sts
age and declapidated condition the des-
truction of:the horse would be an aet
of mercy, but the inagistrate has no
power to order it and umnless the owmer
is agreeable, nothing can be done m
this direetion.
