In order to settle this business in 
way, several caucuses have been he'd by 
the Ministerial Party, but with little ap­
parent result, and the policy of obstruct­
ing the passage ot the tariff was begun on 
Friday.

and, it is understood, had decided not to 
oppose the details of the tariff, contenting 
themselves with having voted against the 
whole proposition. But when one motion 
in amendment to the tariff had been n:ade 
by aj supporter of the Government, Mr* 
Houde, it was immediately followed by 
others from the opposition side, and there 
was a lively time for an hour or two, tak­
ing the vote on the successive motions. 
The opposition vote on these amendments 
ranged from 51 to 61, which was as large 
as was at all expected. (These numbers are 
also considerably larger than were secured 
in votes against the tariff in 1867 when 
the breadstuff duties were first imposed.) 
Quite late in the evening, after various 
amendments dealing with the duties on 
com meal, corn, pig iron and other things, 
another was moved by Mr. Vallee—to de­
clare flour free of duty. This proposition 
was considered a serious one, as likely to 
take a large Quebec and Maritime vote, 
and it was evident that it caused 
anxiety on the Ministerial benches. Not­
withstanding the great anxiety to have 
the matter disposed of and to get on with 
other public business, rather than take the 
vote on this proposition without a little 
preliminary whipping in, the Premier 
prompted Mr. Caron to move the adjourn, 
ment, At first this motion for adjourn­
ment was looked upon as a hostile one, 
and was met with cries of “goon, “go 
on ” from the back ministerial benches, 
but when Sir John, tamed hfJF round, 
and said “carried,” the same voices with 
equal ardor cried “carried,” and with a ♦ 
word from the Premier to the Speaker the 
motions that adjourned both the debate 
and the House were at once put and de­

X*a. In reference to the action of the Govern­
ment in lessening the duty on malt by 
one cent per lb., the London Advertiser 
writes : “ Malt is an article that is a 
luxury, and its product is by many 
believed to be an evil But apart from 
that, it is undoubtedly a commodity that 
could well afford the duty of two cents 
placed upon it when the excise on oil was 
removed. It involved no extra cost in 
the collection, and no alteration of exist­
ing methods in the revenue department. 
Were it argued that the reduction of the 
tax will give cheaper beer to the poor 
man, there might be merit in the cry from 
the standpoint of those who are not pro­
fessedly temperance people. But the fact 
is that it will not cause the abatement of 
one jot in the price of beer, and the re­
moval of the tax is therefore nothing 
more or less than the placing of a large 
sum of money in the pockets of the brew­
ers by the Government. This sum is over 
a quarter of a million each year.—to be 
precise, it will be 5269,296, if we base the 
calculation on last year’s returns. No 
doubt this is an excellent arrangement for 
the brewers, between whom this enormous 
sum cf money is to be yearly divided, but 
the people may well ask if the procure­
ment of this quarter of a million for them­
selves is what brewers are elected to Par­
liament for. It will not be forgotten that 
every dollar thus given to the already 
opulent brewers will have to be recouped 
to the Government by the tax on coal, 
clothing, and other necessaries of life used 
by the ordinary consumer.”

It is a great pity that New Brunswick 
should suffer from the odium which Mr. 
Domville brings upon her. He, how­
ever, does not properly represent her, 
any more than his “ running mate,” 
Sam Napier, did Gloucester. It is, 
doubtless, pretty well understood at 
Ottawa by this time that this Province 
is no more responsible for Domville 
than Domville, himself is, at times, 
when he appears (in evening drees) like 
the “antic” whom Shakspeare repre­
sents as “ smiling at his state and grin­
ning at his pomp.”

The Letellier matter and the tariff are 
the two great centres of political interest, 
as they have been from the beginning 
of the session. It will be remembered 
that before the beginning of last week Mr. 
Mousseau had given notice of a resolution 
declaring the reference of the matter to 
England by Lord Lome, after having re­
ceived the advice of his Council to dismiss 
the Lieut. Governor of Quebec, was un­
wise and subversive of the constitution. 
The Government have been most unwill­
ing for this matter to come to a vote in 
the House, and by various expedients 
have thus far prevented it. One of these 
expedients was the sending of the P. M. 
General, Mr. Langevin, home to support 
the Ministerial view and if possible induce 
the Home Government to dismiss the 
Quebec Governor. This is.to be met by the 
counter deputation of Mr. Joly and Sir 
Francis Hincks, who have the additional 
business of negociating a loan on the 
English market for Quebec. Mr. Mosseau 
and tlioseactingwith him have, meanwhile, 
been assured by the Premier that there is 
no doubt of an answer that will relegate 
the matter wholly to Canada, or that will 
confirm the dismissal. All these fair pro­
mises have not been sufficient to induce 
Mr. Monsseau to withdraw his motion, 
though he has held it in abeyance, pend­
ing a decision in England. But just now 
the news from England shows a decided 
change in tone there and the Times has 
spoken out in the most unequivocal way 
against the proposition to dismiss Letellier. 
It is believed that Sir John never expect­
ed a favorable answer, but thought the re­
ference to England wonld cause delay suf­
ficient to have the session closed, and get 
rid of his troublesome French contingent 
till another session, when the question 
wonld be too old to be longer seriously 
troublesome. The truce with the Mous­
seau faction seem likely to be broken, 
however; they are disatisfied and impa­
tient, and now threaten to prolong the 
session till the decision comes from Eng-
