Going Home For Christmas.

[N. Y. Herald, Dec. 5th.]

1 People who happened to be at the Erie

Railway depot in Jersey Citv yesterday
witiiessed an unusual sight. Along pas
senger train,” evidently an ‘‘emigrant,”
drew up under the sheds and from the
cars there poured forth a great crowd of
strange looking people, who forthwith be-
gan ghattering at a great rate in an un.
famibiar and guttural tongue. There were
upward of six hundred of them. Most of
the party were men under middle ags and
were tall, broad shouldered and deep
chestesl, athletic, fair haired and ruddy
faced. They were evidently from the
country aud had the breezy air of men
who live out of dvors, They laughed a
good dealin a loud and hearty way, and
all bustled about and seemed to beina
jolly good humor. They were all dressed
very plairly, but neatly.

““Who are these people?”’ a Herald re-
portr a-ked of a railroad employee.

*They are Scandivavian immigrants,”
was the reply. “They have come back fiom
the West and they are going home to
Europe. All out for New York!”

Inasmuch as *“Westward the course of
empire takes its way,” and the tideof
emigration from Europe has been sweeping
this way to the extent of half a million
souls a year, the reporter was led toin-
quire then and there what was the matter
with the United States that could induce
these immigrants to return to effete
Europe. An intelligent, thrifty looking
six-fuoter, with yellow hair and a hearty
manner, explained the phenomenon.

OVER THIRTEEN THOUSAND MILES.

“‘Yes,” he said, ‘‘we are all Scandina-

viane, and we are all going home again.
But not to stay. Oh, no! We like this
country, and have made our homes here
‘We are only going back tc spend Christ-
mas at theold home and with our old
folks far away in Sweden and Norway
and Denmark. There are over five hun-
dred aad fifty of us. Some have come all
the way from Ovegon and Calitornia to
cross the ocean an:l come back again, It’s
a long journey to make just to spend
Christmas, isu't it?”’
The reporter made a little calculation,
Itis about 3,000 miles from Portland,
Oregon, to New York ; itis about 3,300
miles from New York to Caristian’a, or
6,800 miles--twice that is 13,600. **Yes,’
he said, ‘13,000 miles i3 along way to co
to spend Christmas. How isit?”

“Well,” replied the Scandinavian,
“‘there are no people in the world to whom
Christinas geans so much as it does to
the Scandipavians. Even in Eagland it
is not the day itis with us. The Eaglish
inherit their Christmas celebrations from
their ancestors, you know, who were of
our people.
