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FOUL PLAY SAYS
BETH McLEOD.

Defeated Pugilist Says He Was
Unfairly Treated.

—

Declares Sullivan Fouled Him Repeatedly and
Referee Knew It,--What Jack Powers
Has to Say.

et

Beth McLeod is very sore today over
the unfair treatment he says he re-
ceived at Victoria Rink last night. He
indignantly accuses his opponent of
fouling repeatedly and openly charges
the referee with purposely allowing
the foul work to continue in spite of
repeated protests. Hazen Campbell,
McLeod's trainer, emphatically backs
him up in this and intimates broadly
that the result of the bout was decid-
ed on before either of the men entered
the ring.

“Why,” said McLeod to a Star man
this morning, “I got the dirty end of
it almost from the start. If I’d have
been twice as good as- Sullivan I'd
have had no show. I tried to fight fair
and did fight fair right through but
Sullivan fouled me time -and again
right under the referee's mnose and
used every dirty little ring trick an
old fighter knows but Powerse never
said a word to him.

“We had agreed to break ciean,”
said McLeod in answer to a question
as to the natyre of the fouling, ‘“‘and
from the second round right through
Sullivan punched me in th: break-
away almost every time. e used
eéfther hand openly after the referve
would call “break” and landed some
of his most effective puuches that
way. I appealed te the referce but he
paid no attention. My seconds also
protested and got only abuse for their
pains. Even Chief Clark who was necar
the ring called Powers’ attention to
the fouling but it made no difference.
Then again Sullivan hit me once hard
below the belt and when I spoke to
Powers he said he hadn’t seen it.”

Asked why Mr. Powers should show
favoritism to the stranger McLeod
said: ‘Powers is no friend of mine.
You can put that down in good big
letters. He’d sooner, see me lose than
win any time, and for all I know he
prcbably had his money bet on Sulli-
van Anywsy, he didn’t give me a fair
show. Besides all the fouling he al-
lowed he stopped the bout when he had
no business to. Why, I was nearer out
in the second round than I was in the
sixth. When I went down in the last
round my feet got tanged and I fell
heavily, but I was soon up aM right
and could have lasted the limit easily.”

Beyond a few abrasions of the skin
on his face McLeod -looks none the
worse of the scrap and says he feels
no bad effects whatever. He has no
immediate plans for the future except

‘that he is going to try and get Sulli-

van to give him another match.

John T. Powers, the referee of the
bout laughed when told what McLeod
had stated. Mr. Powers said that in
the first round Sullivan in a break-
away did hit McLeod. He at once
warned him that if he did it again he
would be disqualified. Sullivan after
that fought fair. Chief Clark called
his attention to the hitting in break-
aways. The order he gave the men
was that they should break clean on
the word. This Mr. Powers said was
done in all but one case, when the
blow was an accident and all he did
was to warn Sullivan.

Mr. Powers says that he counted
McLeod out and that McLeod could
not have any kick coming about the
stopping of the bout in the sixth round.

Chief Clark, speaking this morning
of last night’'s boxing match, said it
was an admirably conducted affair.
As is well known the chief is very
handy himself with his hands, as many

He
heard Jack Powers just before the con-
test tell Sullivan that it was very
necessary that he keep strictly to the
rules, as the chief knew the game
thoroughly, and was good enough for
any of the boxers in this town—even
now.
