TOWNSHIP OF BLACKS
IN NORTH QUEENSLAND

Aboriginal Golony in Which Fea-
tures of Perfect Gommunism
Are Strongly Marked.

re———

No Settiement on the Contineat of
Australasia More Confented
or Prosperous.

MELBOURNE, Jn. 26.—Perhaps one

of the most interesting of the triumphs
of the church in this land is the fact|
that Anglicanism has, through seizing
hold of the communistic instincts of
the blacks, found a path to the hearts
of a primitive race. The story-of the
communistic a.l;orlglnal settlement at.
Yarrabah, as told by Bishop Frod-;
sham, of North Queensland, brings outi
the reality of the triumph without any .
strain on the credulity of the average
man.

“If you went to Yarrabah,” said the |
bishop, “you would find a black town-!
ship with a provisional school, a hospi-
tal, ambulance brigade, fire brigade,
a local band, a telephone bureau and
machinery with steam power, all work=
ed by the willing hands of the abori- |
gines themselves.

“It is the most curious example of'
communism I have found in any part’
of the world, There is not a single
goat, or horse, or hen, owned by any
individual man or woman. All the
work is done for the good of the mis-
sion, and the consequence is that we
have fallen in with the atmosphere of
the aboriginal life, and have a perfect
communistie settlement.

“Moreover, we have endeavored, so
far as possible, to educate the natives
up to the advantages of present-day
civilizaton. They apparently man-
age their affairs by means of a sort
of senate, composed of the aristocracy
of the old men, with one old man, who'
is called locally the king. We have
adopted this plan, too.

“The king is the centre of the organi-
zation of the settlement, and the func-
tion of the missionary is that of sug-
gesting methods of government, and.
the suggestions are invariably carried |
into effect. The mission is something
like the power behind the throne. We
have also policed the settlement with
aborigines, and have in other ways
tried to lift them up to higher ideals
of responsibility in life.

“Our success has ben perfectly sur-
prising. We have also worked upon
the assumption that all work and no
play makes the black a dull boy, and
consequently we have encouraged
native dances, or corroborees, and other
forms of amusement. The conse-
quence is that I think it would be im-
possible to find a happier or more con=
tented settlement in Australia. The
population of Yarrabah, is about 400, |
and not only is there the main settle-
ment, but we have four or five dis-
tricts in charge of aborigines.”

The Yarrabah Mission is controlled
by the Anglican Church, but is aided
and supervl;ed by the state govern-
ment of Queensland.
