American Soothsayer Casts the National
Horoseope.

There is no fleld of
speculation which delights the ' average
Americam more than this, for he starts with
an immense opinion of his own country’s
greatnesy and a keen vision for the defects
of his nmeighbors.

It seems that by that time the United
States of America will include Canada and
the whole of South America. Greenland and
the undiscovered lands thereabouts will be a
dependency, and the U. 8. will also hold
the Philippines. *‘Beside that stretch,' de-
clares ®Mr. Saltus with proud conviction,
“the empire’’ (of Great Britain) ‘‘on which
the sun mever sets—because it could not trust
it l:ﬁ the dark—will look like a dwarf re-
publie.”

Poor, deluded, decadent England is indeed
to be dwarfed. Lozdon, also, will be a place
of mere memories. ‘‘New York today is
totally different from what it was halt a
generation since. At the pace it is going, in
fifty years it will rival London and exceed
Paris. In a bundred years San Francisco
will eclipse the lot.

Repairs and Improvements in
the County Buildings at
Hampton.

The Report of the Seott Aet Inspeetor
—Parish Assessments For General
Purposes — Large Lot of
Business Transacted.

HAMPTON, Kings Co., Jan. 24.—
At yesterday’s session of the Munici-
pal Coundil the following businese
was transacted in addition to that al-
ready published in the Sun:

Ordered, That the by-law requiring
the parish officers to send in their
returng to the auditor before Decem-
ber 21st, shall be printed at the end
of the minutes of council each year.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON
BUILDINGS.

This committee reported: A com-
plaint having been made that the
stove in the hall of the jailer's dwell-
ing was in a dangerous condition, a
suitable stove was procured.

The roof of the jail was leaking
very badly, which we had re-coated
and gravelled. Tenders were asked
for the supplying of thirty (30) cords
merchantable green hard . wood, and
the contract given to the lowest ten-
der, viz., W. A. Saunders at $3.46 per
oord. A

It was considered that 30 tons of
coal would be required this year for
the Court House. Several coal deal-
ers in St. John were asked for fig-
ures, delivered at Hampton, but all
were somewhat higher than last year.
The G. & G. Flewwelling Mfg. Co.,
Ltd., quoted five (5) cents less per
ton than last year, and were given
the contract.

The judge of county having com-
plained that the furnaces were not
giving proper satisfaction, your com-
mittee authorized the deputy sheriff
to procure a competent party from
St. John and have the pipes, etc., put
in proper condition.

Ex-Coundillor Dann having brought
to our notice that the centre founda-
tion of the Court House was settling,
and may cause serious damage if ne-
glected, therefiore your committee se-
cured the service of Contractor Wil-
liam Langstroth, who investigated
the matter and reported that the
maln supports were sound and geod,
that some of the joists were slightly
sap rotten on the outside, but would.
consider them good for some time.

It has been brought to our notiee
that the cleaning and petty duties
connected th the general care of
these buildi has mnot received due
attention, and recommended that the
caretaker’s attention be brought to
the fact, as his duties appear in the
minutés of 1896.

And further recommended that a
committee be appointed to interview
the proper authorities to secure con-
nection with the water supply be-
longing to the dominion government,
and that a suitable wash-room and
closet be provided in this building.

An application having been made
by Fred M. Sproul te remt the small
room on the nonth end of the ground
floow, for which he offers to pay &
rental of ten dollars per annum, and
that your committee respectfully ask
the council to deal with the above
matters.

After examination and discussion
the further comsideration of the mat-
ter was laid over for three months.

Coun. H. J. Fowler, registrar of
deeds, etc., called the attention of
council to the inadequate vault space
in his office, and at a later stage urged
that some aétion be taken, as the vault
s nmow overcrowded with records, amd
the business of search is greatly
hampered. No motion was made and
other business proceeded on each oc-
casion.

THE SBORETARY-TREASURER

directed the attention of the assessors
to a change in the school law, whereby
all property within a district is to be
assessed omn its value irrespective of
the residence of the owmer.

A long report from the commission-
ers of the alms house was read by
Robert Morison and adopted.

The civic polling place at Quispam-
sis was ordered to be changed to the
booth at Rothesay, where the election
for dominion and province are held.

Assessments were ordered to be
levied amd paid to the secretary-treas-
urer as soon as collected: Wiaterford,
$50; Norton, $60; Greenwich, $50;
Rothesay, $90, and Sussex, $98.54. {

For pauper lunatics, $65 each on the
parishes of Kingston, Rothesay and
Springfield.

The following distribution of the as-
sessment for alms house was ordered:
Cardwell, $76.54; Havelock, $400.04;
Hammond, $75.30; Kingiston, $134.50;
Norton, $222.38; Springfield, $371.50;
Studholm, $290.44; Sussex, $454. ‘School
fund assessment, 1391, $6,950. Conting-
ent fund, 1901, $4,000.

Two thousand copies of thé minutes
of council for 1901 were ordered to be
printed.

C. §. Weyman, Scott act imspector,
submitted his report, showing that 32

cases had been prosecuted, with 24
convictions. A large amount of uncol-
lected fines was mrewported, The ex-
penses for the year were $713.95, and
the collections only $358.75. This left
$355.20 due the inspector, which was
ordered to be paid. There was the
usual question raised whether it was
worth while to continue to pay a sal-
ary for this work, but it was finally
decided that it was better than to ac-
cept a tender, which might lead to
violators paying for protection. So
the council wisely decided to keep
\their own officer for another year, ex-
'pressing the hope that he would meet
with better success in collecting the
fines imposed. A resolution looking
to a change received the three months’
hoist.

Gideon McLeod, James B. Fairwea-
ther and George T. ‘Seeley were ap-
pointed valuators for 1901, ibut there is
to be no change made in wvalues of
property.

A by-law was passed that no semi-
annual session of council shall be held
in 1901.

The warden was asked to leave the
chair, which was taken by Councillor
McCully, and a very laudatory reso-
lution was unanimously adopted
thanking the warden for his ability
and cordiality dn presiding over the
council, to which Warden H. M. Camp-
bell briefly replied, and the council
was adjourned by proclamation im the
name of the King sine die.

RAILWAY WRECK.

I, C. R. Train Dashed Into a’ Wash-
out With Fatal Results.

Engineer William R. Wheaton of Moncton,
Instantly Killed—Fireman Blackwood .
Badly Injured.

MONCTON, Jan. 25.—Word reached Mone<
ton this morning of a bad accident, attended
by loss of life, which occurred last night on
the eastern extension, near Merrigomish sta-
tion, about eight miles from New Glasgow.
Con. Mahoney's special freight plunged into
a washout and Engineer William R. Wheat-

on of Moncton was killed instantly, while
his fireman, James Blackwood, was so badly
injured that the doctors' say he cannot re-
cover.

The accident occurred about 10.30 about
a quarter of a mile west of Merrigomish.
The train was a west-bound special, made up
of ten cars, engine No. 91 b 4

Eight cars piled, into the washout on top
of the engine, which was badly smashed up.
1¢ will probably take about twenty-four
hours to clear the road.

Driver Wheaton, who was killed instantly,
was a young man about 30 years of age, un-
married, and belonged to Sackville. He was
promoted to driver and had been running
on the eastern extension, out of Stellarton,
the last two months. In Moncton he board-
ed at the Windsor, and was much liked by
Lis associates.

CRAB 13 FEET ACROSS.

Looks Like a Big Spider and Knows How
to Break Cocoanuts..

In Central America there lives the robber
crab, of almost incredible size, and some-
what resembling a huge spider. The distance
between its extended claws is sometimes as
great as 12 feet.

It spends the greater part of its life on
land, and climbs the cocoanut trees, on the
fruit of which it lives almost entirely. It
digs in the ground deep tunnels and lines
them with cocoanut fibre.

When enraged the robber crab can break
a man’s limb with its powerful claws. It is
on record that one of these' crabs has cap-
tured and tried to drag off a goat.
