THE PRESENT SCHEME (1933)
In 1931 the National Government 

passed an Economy Act which gave 
them power, among other things, to 
revise the whole scheme of Unem­
ployment Insurance. In conesquence 
of tills revision, borrowing for the 
Fund has ceased.

The following are the chief facts 
of Unemployment Insurance as it 
exists today : —

The system applies to all manual 
workers — except agricultural wor­
kers, private domestic servants, rail­
way workers, persons employed by 
Local Authorities, and Civil Servants 
It applies also to nonmanuail em­
ployed persons who do not earn mo­
re than £250 a year. It is hardly cor­
rect to call it a dole because the 
worker contributes a very substan­
tial part of the fund though of cour­
se the amount which ought to be 
contributed by each is a debatable 
questions.

The weekly contributions, if the 
worker is an tydult man,

By the Worker lOd. per week.
By the Employer lOd. per week.
By the State lOd. per week. 
The rates of contribution in each 

case are lower if the worker is a 
woman, or a boy, or a girl.

The Conditions of Benefit are : 
)a( The worker must have made 

?0 weekly contributions during the 
two yeans previous to his applica­
tion for unemployment pay ;

(b) He is entitled to Benefit for 
26 weeks, and not more, in the cour­
se of one year, after which a fresh 
qualification is necessary.

The Benefit to which an adult man 
is entitled is as follows : —

3rd per week
For his wife, or other 

adult depend. 8s Od. per week. 
For each dependent

child 2s. Od. per week.

Unemployment Insurance No. 3
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I ‘%mFredericton, N. B. January 27, 1933 
— New Brunswick’s financial state­
ment for the year ending October 
31, 1932, issued today, provides some 
interesting and enlightening facts 
indicative of the economy program­
me and the unusually large financial 
transactions which faced the go­
vernment during the year.

The total revenue of New Bruns­
wick in 1932 was $5,796,630.02 and 
the total expenditure amounted to 
$6,360,893.40. The revenue for 1932 
was some $184,284.11 less than in t he 
fiscal year of 1931 but the expendi­
ture last year was $400,526.63. lesu 
rhan in the previous year.

During 1932 the largest revenue ac 
cruing to the province came from 
gasoline tax and motor vehicle fees. 
This ttotal was $1,634,719.96. The 
next largest item of revenue was the 
Dominion Subsidy, a totafl of $1,297,- 
387.46. Profits from the operation of 
the New Brunswick Liquor Control 
Board hit a new low being but $911,- 
540.12, as compraed with the liquor 
profits of 1931 of $1,220,065.00. Taxa­
tion and other sources brought into 
the provincial treasury $955,739.91 
and the territorial revenue was even 
greater in 1932 than in 1931, the to­
tals for the respective years being 
$969.150,46 last year and $655,462.00 
in 1931.

The United States exchange situ­
ation worked to the great disadvan­
tage of provincial financing in 1932. 
This province paid in exchange on 
coupons maturing last year, and pay 
able in New York funds, the record 
breaking amount of $190,674.11, while 
in 1931 this coupon exchange inter­
est was in the vicinity of $55,000.

There was, however, one transac­
tion carried out by the province last 
vear, in the matter of its financing 
which calls for some favorable com­
ment. New Brunswick paid v,ff trea­
sury bills in London and through the 
purchase of Sterling on the London 
market reaped a profit to the pro­
vince of $402,239.59, a substantial fi­
gure that aided materially in boos­
ting the general revenue.

It is a matter of some pride in New 
Brunswick that the credit of the 
province still stands high in the mo­
ney markets of the world. New Bruns 
wick has never defaulted in its 
sinking fund allotment, or in any of 
its commitments, in any part of the 
world. Despite most difficult econo­
mic conditions this province has 
been able to carry on without bor­
rowing from the Federal treasury 
and at the same time meet in full 
the financial obligations undertaken.
