BRITISH DRIVE

beset by difficulties.

The chief German efforts apparent-
Iy have been in the region of Moreuil
and Albert. Around these places
there has been stern ffighting with the
Germans hurling their fighting men at
the allled lines in serried ranks,
which have been mowed down by
artillery, machine gun and rifle fire.
The effort in the Moreull region is
considered as being an attempt to
reach the Paris-Amiens railroad, which
is four or five miles distant. The
railroad, which was cut at Montdidier,
was a branch of this Paris-Amiens
road, but its possession meang little
to the Germans.

CANADIANS FIGHT
MOST GALLANTLY

London, April 1.—(Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency)—Telegraphing from
French Headquarters today Reuter's
corrgspondent says:

“The repulse of the German assault
between Lassigny and Montdidier was
the severest blow that the enemy has
suffered since the beginning of the
offensive. The attack was conducted
in familiar manner. Dense aggrega-
tions of men marched up to the as-
sault by battaliong and literally melt-
ed away under the fire of the French
seventy-fives. Moreuil was recaptur-
ed by French and Canadian soldiers
charging together. Reports sent back
by the French army leave no doubt
but that the enemy suffered terribly
and did not gain an inch of ground.

‘North of Montdidier the Germans
hold Cantigny about two miles west
of the Avre. East of Lassigny they
claim to have taken Mont Renaud, a
steep hill crowned by the remains of|
an old castle which overlooks Noyon|
from the southwest.
