Washington, Oct. 26—In diplomatic
quarters there is folt to be some signi-
ficance in the fact that Irance, Russia and
Japan, as well as the United States have
not vet accepted the invitation to aceept
the principles of the Anglo-German alli-
ance. [t is understood that this non-action
of the powers is not due to any concerted
movement among them, although cach ap-
pears to be halting upon the third clause.
A diplomatic official said today that on
mature consideration of this third clause
it was seen to involve two constructions;
first, that if any power took territory in
China, as a result of the present trouble,
then Gérmany’ and  Great Britain also
would take territory; or second, that if
any country took territory in China, Ger-
many and Great Britain would seek to pre
vent this action, or otherwise jointly act
against the country seeking to cxtend its
domains. Either construction it was
pointed out, was such that the powers not
party to the agreement ' could net be ‘ex-
pected to bind themselves to its actept-
ance. Under these circumsiances it was
said that the powers probably would seek
to learn Russia’'s views on the third
clause, as Russian approval undoubtedly
would remove the idea that there is any
possible menace intended. But, it iz recog-
nized among diplomatic officials that it
would be exteremely difficulty to secure
an expression from Russia on this point,
as an unfavorable rejeiner, which she
might be expected to give, would amount
to a declaration that she had some terri-
torial designs on Manchuria and a refusal
to answer would be similarly open to
such construction. The impression is grow-
ing among the representatives of these
powers that the present non-action will
continug for some time and that the agree-
ment will be confined to Great Britain
and Germany, at least until there is a
fuller understanding of the third clause
{han either of these governments has given
thus far. .
