ADEONA WASHED ASHORE

Rope Loops Attached Evidently Intended for Six
‘Men’s Use

Rich’bucto, N. B., Nov. 8—Much indig-
mation is beginning to be éxpres:ed here
at theiack of any life saving apparatus at
the lighthouse stations facing the Richi-
bucto bar, whee the wreck of the Nor-
wegian back Adeona o:curred, re ulti g, it
is now confidently bel eved, in the loss of
the entire ship’'s company, comisting of
e.even men.

The Adeona carried a crew of twelve, but
g little Inish sailor rau away from the shfpl
the night before she went outside the har- 1
bor, thus es.aping the fate of his com-
rades,’ !

At the funera' se'vice of the two sailors
whose bodies have been recovirel, which

tins commented strongly on the absence of
any fa.lities for suvinz iife, and in an
interview with your correspondent, refer-
red also to the report that the life of one
of the men might have been s ved had he
lig thous. keeper been compe.ent (o rende.

Rafifrom Adeona Comes Ashore.

No apparent change has taken place as
regards the wreck since yesterday. Tue
gale .ast evening brought the bark nearer
ehore, but there is no sign of life on
boaud.

A raft has been washed ¥ up, which has
been identified by the etevelcre as made!
of deas from the Adeona, but no more
bodies have ben recovered. The weather
is moderating, and it may b: possible to
board the vessel tomorrow, when the mys-
tery which surrounds (he fate of nine of
the men may be aLoaredJuﬂ. :

After nearly an hour’s run a landing was
¢ffected from a smal. 'boat on the i land
where the light houses are situated. It is
a barren waste of sand scme four miles in
extent, and in places a quarter of a mile
wide, and to the north faces the ch nnel,
giving entrance to Richibucto harbor.

Across the channel, which is about ha'f
a mile wide, lies the bark, cov:red wit‘h'a
swirling mass of foaming breakers. Amid
their white caps and now not far removed
from the edge of ‘the channel, lies the
Adeona, stern towards the isl nd, and
looming up black and desolate, with torn
fragments of sails“flapping in the gale, her
foremast broken at the truck, the main
topmast gone by the board, and the Al\'o?-
wegian ensign reversed and-clearly visibie
at half mast on the mizen.

‘During the last twenty-four hours she
has drifted across the reef considerably.
At the time she struck on the night of
Nov. lst the vessel was temporarily held
on the outer ledge of the bar, nearly a
quarter of a mile further away and has
gradually been driven by force of the sea
and gale to the position in which she now
lies.

No 8ign of Life.

Your correspondent examined the bark
through a glass but almost needless to say
there was no sign of life. The ship lies‘
on a level keel, heading northeast and at |
the time the eeas were not washing aver[
her. Two boats still remain on board, the |

sharp stern boat and the pram lashed to |
the fife rail aft.

While no boat, such as this coast pos-!
sesses, could have lived today among the !
breakers, yet had the crew remained on |
board they would have been in compara- |
tively safety on her decks.

In conversation with Mr. Legoof, who |
accompanied Mr. Kelly to the island, it
was learned that while out in his boat |
last Baturday he approached within hail
of the vessel and saw men standing on the
deck.

They made no signal of distress. Had
they done so Mr. Legoof is of the opinion
that on that day, and that only it would
have been possible, to have effected a
rescue.

From the ‘message sent in a bottle on !
Sunday it is surmized th y were still hope-
ful. What calamity befell them during
that night is unknown but the fact.is,
clear that at 9 a. m. on Monday thoy |
hoisted the signal of distress and within-
an hour some, or all perhaps, left the
ship in the long boat to perish miserably
am~ng the breakers.

Lady Napier lying within the hatbor,
who signalled an answer asking what was
needed, but no, answer was ever given.
The two lighthouse keepers, who are
practically the only inhabitants on the
island at this time of year, live in small

wooden huts. Their occupation ceases as |

soon as navigation is closed and they then
return to the main land.

They have no spy glass supplied them
and beyond life belts there is no appar-
atus of any kind for saving life on the
island.

It is stated that nearly a hundred
‘wrecks lie buried in the sands along th2
island but till now it has been the boast
of the port that no loss of life has been |
recorded.

An inspection of the Adeona’s long boat
which lies on the sand just out of reach
of the waves, show her to be a service-
able craft twenty feet long, six and a
half feet beam and two feet six inches
deep. A life line was lashed all round
her and strong evidence:that all the ship's
comphny were in her when she left the
ship is shown in the fact that the cable
which held her to the Adeona appears to
hate been cut at the forward thwart with
a sailor’s knife. .

On Wednesday a raft was discovered on
the shore of the island which, it is be-
lieved. came from -the ill-fated vessel. It
contains some ten or twelve timbers placed
at intervals and strongly lashed. Many

New York. Nov. 8—A fire in an east
ride five story temement house in Madi-
son street early tonight, suffocated a wo-
man and her four children..

It is said that the Stanley en-
countered - heavy weather as far as East
Point and there met with such terrific
seas that she had to turn back and seck
shelter at Georgetown.
