The American Piigrinis, to Rome—
Description of the Voyage.

The N. Y. T#ibutie publishes an inter-
esting letter from Havre desciibing the
voyage thither of the American Pilgrims
to Rome and Paray-le-Monial, in the
steamer Pereire. The voyaze was in
every sense a pleasait one, ahd the pil-
grimage had thus far been beset by no

special hardships. Bishop Dwenger, of
Fort Wayne, was, perhaps, the merriest
soul on hoard the steamer, and with his
endless good nature he did much to re-
lieve the monotony of the voyage. Judge
Theard, of New Orleans, a tall; iron-gray-
haire! Frenchman, was another notable
member of the band. From Richmond
were Mrs. Fitzgerald and Mrs. Ives, two
cousins of Raphael Semmes, of the rebel
navy, who watched with interest the pas-
sage by Cherbourg, the scene of ‘his falls
They are accompanied by two sons of the
latter, youilg students at the Jesuit Col

lege at Georgetown, one of whom has
been selected to carry into Rome an
American flag made at the College and
presented to the Pilgrims. The religious
services on board were extremely simple
in character. The second cabin was re-
served for the devotions, but the numbers
were too t to be accommodated
therein, and piety overflowed into the
first cabin, and services were daily held
in the presence of the other passen-
gers, who were extremely polite and
obliging to the Pilgrims. The main cabin
was occupied by a strangely mixed crew,
and as they pursued the cven temor of
their way, disturbing none and being un-
disturbed, some strange scenes were wit-
nessed at the several hours devoted to
meditations and prayers. On the last
Sabbath night, for instance, Father
Dealey and the ladies among the Pilgrims
counted their beads and recited the rosary
of the Blessed Virgin at one table, while
several French ladies and gentlemen
played cards at the adjoining one; two
New Yorkers indulged dominoes ; several
Spaniards played keno, while Mademoi-
selle de Moisset sang the Jewel Song
from Faust at the other end of the cabin.
The intercourse with all was most unre-
served and genial, and none more heartily
engaged 1 the varions sports than the
Pilgrims. The only comic song sung

during the voyage was by a priest,

and very comically was it sulig, too. ‘At
a concert gotten up by Mademoiselle
de Moisset, who is the prima domna
of the lite New Orleans troupe returning
to Paris, the Pilgrims contributed both
andience and actors. Madamoiselle Mois-
set, Mts. Paul Ramseyer, a talented ama-
teur well known in New York and in
American circles at Paris, Miss Mary C.
Marrecella, also of Néw Ydrk, and Mes-
sieurs Guerrey and Feitlinget, of the
New Orleans opera troupe, supplied the
music. Messrs. Jarret and Palmer, of
Booth’s Theatre, were on the programme
for the * Gendarme Duet,” but owing to
a bad cold on the part of Mr. Jarrett and
the modesty of Mr. Palmer, this was ‘de-
ferred, much to the regret of the Pilgrims
with whom; particularly the hishop, they
had established the mdst amiable rela-
tions. Capt. Surmont, who it Will be re-
membered went down in the Ville du
Havre, was in cdmmand. of the vessel.
He Was very genial in temper with the
_passengers, but bluff and positive with
officers aud sailors, and by his constant
care and watchfulness in every case of
fog or rain or gale reassured all.

Hebrew Belles Dress Now as they did
wnder Solomon.

It is an interesting tact apd tiue to a
great extent that the style of dress and
ornaments of the Hebréw ladies of the
present day—and in fact the prevailing
toilet of ail ladies-~is much the same as
during the time of Solomoii. ~With all
the changes and variations of centuries,
the gradations of chignons and crinolines,
we now find much of the simple grace
and easy symmetry of ancient Greece.

The Scriptures narrate a great many

things about the style of dreés worn in
the time of Solomon, and in the law of
Moses several directions are given con-
eerning garments worn by ‘the Israelites.
In the Book of Judges the girls of that
period are described by Deborah as “ A
prey of divers: colors of needle work,”
while Lemuel says, ¢ Their clothing is of
silk and purple.” In the frequent inter-
course betwcen the Jewish and other na-
tions theladies tired of their primitive sim-
plicity, sought the fashions of the tlever
Egyptians, the elegant Phtenicians, and
the loxurious Persians. Even patient
Job became impatient at the dresses, and
Isaiah denounces the “women of the pe-
riod,” living for nothing but dress-and
flirtation, with the one desire to ‘“‘see and
be seen.”

The tanica worn by the ladies in the
time of Solomon wus much like the polo-
naise of to-day, and the belts with fancy
clasps now worn_are about tlie same as
the leather girdles and silver buckles
worn of old, We.also find recorded that
trains were worh tbo dfesses, ahd that
camels’ hair shawls were common.! Em-
broidered mantles, fastened with golden
pins, are also spoken of. The. hair was
also oiled, dyed, and put up in coils; lit-
tle curls were let hang over the forehead,
and, strange to say, the girls of Solomon’s
time, it is stated, used paint. -

Veils were worn, and sandals were
made of blue and violet colored leather.
. with fancy lachets. Solomon, as is re-
lated, said to Shulamite, “How beautiful
are thy feet with shoes, O prin.e’s daugh-
ter!” Hair nets were worn, and earrings
of all forms and much value were very
commen. Bracelets on the right arm,
strings of pearls and heavy gold chains
around the neck, rings on the fingers,
and other ornaments, were all worn by
the ancient Hebrew ladics.

Scarcely
had he spoken when Marks, exclaiming,
““Then die, you dog!” drew a heavy navy
pistol and shot him through the heart.
The Captalu fell dead, and Marks ran to
one of the Captain’s skiffs on the river
bank, and made his escape. On the same
day, Ellon Christian and Newton Pope
met in the street, and began conteading
for the possession of a pistol. During
the struggle the pistol was. discharged,
the ball entering the cheek of Christian,
killing him instantly. On thé following
day 2 man named Slandel got into a dis-
pute With a M. Anderson and ended the
trouble by lodging a bullet in his breast.

Women in the Church.

An exciting scene occurred lately intl e
Presbyterian General Assembly at S,
Louis. An overture from Rock River
(lllineis) Presbytery was presented
which desired the Assembly to tell them
if St. Paul's language concerning -the

preaching and priying of women should
be interpreted literally, and whether it
applfés to the praying of women at
weekly prayer meetings? Dr. Crosby,
for the Committee on Overtures, said
“Yes,” except in special cases to be de-
cided by the pastor; but many voices
cried ¢ No, no.” Judge Drake said if the
Scriptures spoke plainly and unequivo-
cully on this subject, forbidding women
to speak or pray. Then the answer
should be ¢“No.” If they do not it should
be an emphatic * Yes.” [Applause.] Dr.
Aikman thought women should not speak
or pray in public. Dr. Blinn, of Troy, N.
Y., thought women were the greatest
power in the church—in fact, the right
hand of it. [Loud applause from the
Assembly and galleries.] Several speeches
were made pro and con, and demonstra-
tions of approval and disapproval were
frequent and hearty. Dr. Crosby said a
long debate on this question would lead
to things which would militate against a
perfect reunion of the two bodies of the
church, and asked the members to let 1t
alone. Fially the matter was referred
to a committee of seven of the Presby-

tery.

At Rutland, Vt., Tuesday morning, fire
was discovered in the second story ot a

dwelling house ownéd and occupied by
Mrs. Fries, and 4he alarm.being gisen
quickly brought quite a number of peo-
ple to'the scene of the conflagration,who
commenced to move the turniture from
the lower story.

A voice from
the gallery here interrupted him, ¢“Go on
while you are about it, perhaps you can
tell us who is to form the next Ministry.”

In the House of Commons June 11, Mr.
Rourke, Under Secretary of Foreign Af-
fairs, in reply to a question from John
Timon, said the draft of the code sent by
the Government of Russia for the consid-
eration of the Congress upon interna-
tional law, soon to assemble at Brussels,
relates to the military authority in an
enemy’s country,the destruction between
combatants and non-combatants; the
varicus modes of warfare; reprisals, and
treatment of prisoners.

A new code is to
be enacted in the form of an international
treaty, which promises to become the
first law common to ‘the whole civilized
world. The draft of a treaty to be sub-
mitted to the Congress has been prepared.
It contains seventy-six clauses, which
make regulations from the mutual claims
ot belligerent states down to the rela-
tions of those states to private indi-
viduals. They also specify what classes
of arms shall be legitimately used in war
and make regulations for the treatment of
prisoners.
