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travail of his soul ;” till he shall reap the full reward of his
mediatorial toils and sorrows, and wear, at length, * the crown
of all the earth.”

3. Finally, this Society needs, and should earnestly implore,
in the ever blessed® name of Him whom the Father always
heareth, a richer and more effectual outpouring of the Hory
SeiriT, without whom ¢‘ nothing is wise, nothing strong.”” This
your Commuttee more than ever feel to be the great desidera-
tum, for themselves, fortheir Missionaries, for their various
foreign stations, and for their friends and auxiliaries at home.
Without this, nothing can succeed ; this once secured, nothing
essential to prosperity will long be wanting. They therefore
humbly resclve that, itk all their future plans and labours, they
will * give themselves” afresh ‘‘ unto prayer.” ‘
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
