man, any conscientious man, can look
at a dollar without asking himself what
part of that dollar he has a right to for
bis own use. It is perfectly eviden to
any one with a vestige of sympathy
that he is not entitled to all of it. He
is entitled to some (this we will - all a-
gree upon)—the question is, how much ?
I cannot answer that question in exact
figures for any one, because every man
is supposed to know his own business
better than his neighbor. RBut there is
at least a small percentage of that dollar,
and not a very small percentage either,
which I shall endevor to prove no man
has a right to spend in a certain way.

The portion to which I have refer-
ence is expended upon what is known
as luxuries. What is a luxury? A
luxury is romething which satisfies, not
a necessity of human nature, but, a
spurious need of human nature. If
you purchase a luxury, and it satisfies
only u spurious need, then you
have no right t orderit. The sin of lux-
ury is two-fold, inasmuch us the larger
number of our fellow-men are destitute
of hoth spiritual enlightenment and phy-
sical necessaries.  The forces of labor
and capital ought to be employed every
heur of levery day until all men are en-
lightened and comfortably supplied.
And to divert the labor of millions of
men into manufacturing useless things
which ought to he expended upon those
thin:g for which millions of men are
vearly dying ix manifestly wrong.

Luxury is a sin in the second
place, because it is rooted in the most
contemptible weaknesses of human
nature. Take the queen of the ball
room: she wears a necklage of diamonds
that cost not less than ten thousand
dollars, she is arrayed in a dress trimm-
ed with dutchess lace that cost not less
than five thousand more— does she ex-
pend fifteen thousand dollars upon a
costume to he comfortable or even
beautifull Not at all. The answe:
i8, the woinan is thare to win the ad-
miration of the crowd und to be made
happy by the sweet consciousness that
she is the richest among the rich:
This weakness is not confined to women
but runs the whole scale of life, Tt in-
cludes both sexes and all classes. 1
have known young men of my own ac-
quaintance who would derive more sat-
isfuction from the name of the maker
which they cariied in the inside of their
hats than from the fact/that they were
enablod vo pay their honest debts.
Why? Because they esteem clothes to
be a symbol of wealth, and wealth a
source of admiration.

If there is one pussion developing
more rapidly than dress, it is the pass-
ion for high living. Ifit be true that
'man has only one stomach, it is equally’
true that that stomach is never so well
off as when fed by necessaries ratber
than gorged with luxuries. Think of
the men who are paid enormous salar-
ies to discriminate brands of wine, the
difference between which is not dis
coverable K{J_v the ordinary palate.
Think of mén who are paid big salaries
to compound dishes, the identity of
which is lost under some horrible
French name, or the natural flavor
killed by some tongue-biting sauce.
Will any man contend that the amount
of lubor and mouey expended upon such
luxuries are justified in view of the
starving millions,

When _Cleopatra swallowed a mag-
nificent pearl, which had been dis-
solved in a glass of wine, the crowd
who were drinking with her upplaided
her.. But she was guilty of a crimé:

When the Roman Emperor swallow-
ed a plate full of nightingales, tongues,
whose production cost not less than
three thousand dollars, he was guilty of
a crime for which he sacrificed the
equivalent of six thousand hours of
labor to. gratify a sensual impulse.

poisened the springs of social life that
a great many people will not even en-
tertain their most intimate friends be-
cause they cgnnot make a splurge.
The love of ostentation has reduced
many a man’s life to a prolonged binff
or an every day lie.

Ladies and gentlemen, luxury is an
unmistakable sin, because it feeds
vanity, stimulates sensuality, caters to
ostentation.

Conventionalities,
false effort and restriotion crowd in upon
and ochoke out our most beautiful and sae
cred realities, I'rune homes become more
and more searce. Soclety women abandon
them ; they make of them mere arrival
and departure stations in the rush of a
whirling round. Women who cannot or
who will not maintain the modern artifi-
clal conditions, are discouraged and pre-
pelled from any home-making atall. They
are forced, through the very need of theip
natures, to oatside work and interest for
fellowship; and so there is a great deal
attempted, from strong desive for the best,
that 18 yet, in its turn, untrue, one-sided;

plexed systems and theories—our transi-
tional soclal and political economies.

Piock
out a business bereft of sensible, conser-
vative business management, and you
can look upon an enterpri¥E““thHit—is
doomed, in these times. A newspaper
is a business enterprise, and unless its
affairs are handled with skill and abil.
ity, baocked by ample capital, judiclously
employed, its days will be found num-
bered. Recklessness, improvidence and
unrellability in management can end in
only one way—disaster. That is true
in good times, and doubly true in a
depressed period. There are numerous
