Gordon of Aberdeen, County of Aberdeen, in the Peerage of the United
Kingdom ; Baronet of Nova Scotia ; Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Dis-
tinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, &c., &c., Governor General
of Canada.
