XLIV. It shall and may be lawful to and for any Justice 3

person or persons, or where any such person or persons shall
be suspected of carrying on any such making or counterfeiting,
to be searched, and if any such false bills of exchange, pro-
missory notes, undertakings or orders, or any plates, presses, .

soever, not having the same by some lawful authority, it shall
and may be lawful to and for any person or persons whom-
soever discovering the same, 1o seize, and he or they are hereby

XLV. Nothing in this Act contained shall in any manner
derogate from, or affect, or be construed to derogdte from or
affect, the rights of Her Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors, or 40
of any person or persons, or of any body or bodies politic or
corporate, except in so far as the same may be specially dero-
gated from or affected by the provisions of this Act. '

XLVI. This Act shall be held, and taken to be a Public Act,
and shall be judicially taken notice of and have the effect of 2 40
Public Act, without being specially pleaded, and shall be
known as the Charter of the Commercial Bank of Canada, and
the Interpretation Act shall apply thereto.
