French”. Police dispersed the
groups without making any
arrests. The mayor has yet to
respond to the protest actions.

That's the easy part. Now, for
the complications.

This lettering system only
applies officially to the Faculty
of Arts and Science (although
other faculties probably use it
as well).

There are no standard
numerical equivalents. These
equivalents are worked out at
the discretion of the individual
professor.
