[ recommend that the Squamish tribe be now given full compensation for
the Kiteilano reserve.,at the value cf the reserve when the [ndlans
were driven from said reserve,and in the mean time the Squamish tribe
be allowed to esettle on the Kitellano reserve,

I recommend thét the Provineclal lawe relating to inland watere,and
loge drifting down the rivers be amended to allow the Indlane to use
or soll those trees that have washed away from Indian reserves.
