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the devil, and the devil's great work is to destroy the

works of Christ, and to hurl sin-fettered Christendom

and all its preachers into that place where there is no

rest day and night, but torment. Beloved, whether

we believe it or not, the unsealed soul must go through

the great tribulation, either on this side of the grave

or on the other side. The Lord says to them that

keep His Word that He will keep them from the hour

of temptation which shall come upon all the world to

tr)' them that dwell upon the earth. (Revelations

iii. lO.)

Now, here 1 must bring to light a passage of Scrip-

ture which is baffling sin-fettered Christendom and

all its preachers. The Scripture is "BAPTIZED
FOR THE DEAD" (I. Corinthians xv. 29). It is

this Scripture which proves up to the hilt the great

importance of being baptized with the Holy Ghost,

sealed unto the day of redemption (" Baptized for the

dead "). The answer the present-day preacher gives

to prove the above is that it was a custom of the Jews,

if anyone sliould die who had not been baptized, some-

OU'. had to be baptized for him. Beloved, be not

deceived, God is not mocked. The above answer has

got nothing to do with the baptism which Paul is

speaking of The baptism that Paul is referring to is

in Ephesians iv. 5. " One Lord, one Faith, one Bap-

tism;" and in 1. Corinthians xii. 13, "For by one

spirit are we all baptized unto one body," Now, be-

loved, you see water baptism is a thing of the past,

but now used by the devil as a counterfeit to wipe
