DEDICATED TO ALMIGHTY GOD,

The want of a clear and proper under-
standing of the orgin and natare of the
Church of God lay at the foundation of
most of the religious errors of the present
lay. The Church was regarded as a col-
lection of individuals who agreed together
in the interpretation of certain passages
f ripture, and who proclaimed their
belief in those concurrent interpretations
of such passages.  Hence, it was regarded
simply as a human wstitation, and hence
the want of unity outside of the Catholi
Church, because there was no authority
from God to preserve that nuity.  Some
times an attempt was made to preserve it
by stigmatizing as a heretic an individual
who rebelled against a number of prople
who had associated themselves, and who
had agreed upon certain interpietation
f certain passages; but the
mly made a hero. The ympa-
thized with him Decause it was regarded
as an usurpaticn of power to stigmatize a
man as an errorist because he used  his
own independent reason. It was a degra
dation of reason to submit to any author

ty but that anthority which reason had
assured us came from God, and could
not err. The Church of Gold was not a
human institution,  She was the new Jer-

isalem coming down out of heaven from
od.  The Church wasa divine institution
formed and fashioned by God. The Church
was nota human monarchy or republic; it
was divine, There were collections of
beings or substances that had nothing in the

:ollection but was seen in the various parts.
A house consisted of a certain numnber of
bricks or stones. There was nothing in the
collection that was not found in the parts,
In a tree, independently of its parts, there
was organic life, which produced hianches,
teaves, and fruit. In the Charch of God
was organic life, not merely in the col-
lection of iudividuals believing certain
things, but within it was that intrinsic
life which fashioned and was superior to
the various parts. This wa
by the Lord when he said : “I am the
vine ; you are the branches. From me
will go forth unto you this organic life,
Whilst you are united to me you will
live ; cut away from me you will die.”
I'he Church was the spouse of Jesus Christ,
as stated by St. Paul. Hence St. Paul
caid that Christ died that he might sane-
tify hisspouse, that she might be without
spot or wrinkle.
