Ttalian Bishops of Nicastro and Civitavee-
chia. In the case of the former diocese, it
is not yet known whether the Erquatur
has been granted to the titular of the dio-
cese, Mgr. Giacinto Maria Barberi, of the
Order of Preachers, cr to the Coadjutor
with right of future succession, Mger,
Giuseppe Candido, The titular, Mgr.
Barberi, was preconized in 1854, so that
he has been 25 years without Erequatur,
while Mgr. Candido was preconized in
1881, The Bishop of Civitavecechia, Mgr,
Angelo Rossi, was transferred to that see
in .Ynnur\r.\', 1 The unjustifiable delay
in granting the Ezequatur to these ‘»rcht««
confirms once more the justice of the com-
plaints expressed by his Holiness in the
discourse pronounced by him on the Srd
of July to the newly cousecrated Dishops.
At the present moment 15 Italian Bishops
are .«til} deprived of the Erequatur, with-
out counting those who were preconized
at the recent Consistory.”
