Pompeii in the  Year 1856.

Streets, aqueducts, fountaius, public build-
1ngs, and private houses; in short, all the
essential elements of a habitable town are
here, ready for_use, and requiring not au
exiraordinary degree of repair. ‘The epirit
of Yaokeedom moved within me. Would
it not be a “ goud operation” 1o buy up
Pompeii, reserve the corner lois, sell the in-
teryening, sod appropriate the temples to
public schools ? [t is true that the ** court-
house” would require roofing, and the jail
enlarging, but the amphitheatre would be 3
capual spot for circuses, the public bathe
could be aliered at a slight expense into a
‘* meeting-house,” with ample vesiry accom-
modations, and the Paotheon would make
a good hotel. The scream ot the locomo-
tive hourly startles the ear of thea medern
guests of Sallust’s house, by abruptly recal-
fing them from their classical irance to the
materialism of the nineteenth century, so
that a railroad is not wanting, and gas
might be let on cheap from Vesuvius.
Would his majesty of Naples become a part-
ner in the speculation !  Knowing bis pre-
dilection for antiquities rather than improve-
ments, [ “ rather guessed” not, and conclu-
ded to keep the ** notion” 1o myself untila
more enterprising ruler should arise in his
place.

The present king is, however, duing
something in the way of repeopling the city,
for be allows a few soldiers to select their
residences from the hundreds at their choice,
in the different quariers of the town. A
wifling ou'lay gives them a very comfort-
able mansion. They, in general, content
themselves, like hermit-crabs, in takiog
possession of the dead shells of the plebeian
sort, when they might help themselves t0
palaces. It looked odd to see every now
and then, the solitude of this disinterred
city broken by a female face, gazing hope-
lessly into the street, watching for some-
thing living to go by. Luckily, I had with
me no guide, or he would have been sure

Mission of D'Orgoni.

There is at this moment in Paris a Gen-
eral d’Orgoni, acting a8 a diplomatic agent
from the government of Birmab, 10 India,
to the French Court. He is a Frenchman
who distinguished himsell in various ways
in his earlier days in France. His resiless
spirit finally condacted him to the East,
where be acquired influence with the Bir-
man Government, and by his great qualities
as a soldier, and the resistance he offered
to the encroachments of the Eaglish, at the
head of the Birman troops, rapidly rose to
the position of one of the first men of the
uation.

Gen. d'Orgoni_returned to Paris last
Summer with a delegation of Birmese men
of state, on a diplomatic mission. The
General, who was in fact the chief ol the
mission, but who had never renounced his
pauonahity as a Frenchman, was compelled
to appear before tiie Emperor only as in-
terpreter to the mission, and thus presented
his chiel secretary as the real Minister, au-
thorized to act. He yet remains in Paris,
while the other members of the mission
have gone home. e cannot be received
as Ambassador, and is therefore prevented
from actiog officially. But his influence is
the same, since the Emperor is favorably
disposed toward him and the objects which
brought him into France. )

These objects are readily explained. Bi-
mah is a rich Empire, ,which has yet been
able to protect itsell from the encruahments
of the East India Company. The Birmese
desize 10 enter in'o commercial and politi-
cal relations with France. ‘T'he Suez canal
project, so strongly (and for English inter
ests, jusily) opposed by Lord Straford de
Redcliffe. will, it is thought, be executed
in spite of England, and will bring France
eight or ten days nearer to India than Eng-
land, even if Eogland had the right or the
power, when at war with France, to pass
through this canal. Qo this very question
@’Orgoni thinks thet France and England
will eventually quarrel: the canal of Suez
is the project which in his estimation 1s to
rupture the Western alliance. A glance
at the map will satisly any one of the ten-
derness of this question to the English, and
of the reasons why Lord Siraiford bas fought
it inch by inch since its first proposal.

D'Orgoni is therefore anzious to build
up, through the advantages this canal will
give, French influence and French com-
merce in [ndia. His plans have been com-
pletely seconded by the French Government,
and great efforts are to be made to push for-
ward the canal and to realize the General's
gchemes in the East,

General D’Orgoni, acting in the interest
of Pirmah, and aware of the enterprize
which the Americans are pushing into the
China seas, is exceedingly anxious that the
American Government also should make
a commercial treaty with Birmah, and
should esiablish consuls and commercia! de-
pots at the cities of the lrriwaddy, He
has, indeed, | am “informed, had several
long interviews with the American Minister
at Paris, in which he has pressed the sub-.
joct in a forcible manner.

The Irriwaddy is a loog, straight stream,
navigable 10 a very high point. It runs
through a highly fertile and rich country.
Bout the printipal point to which the Gen-
eral direcis attention is the fact that this
siream is navigable to the same latitude as
the most fertile and wealihiest portion of
China.—This point is really bot a short
distance from the Western frontier of China,
and thus lorms the natural outlet of an im-

bermeti- |
s | United States shall immediately appoint a

mense proportion of that country. At pre-
sent all the products of Western China are
transported 10 Canton, or one of the five
poris, at a great distance from the place of
produciion snd at a correspunding cost of
transportation, before they fall into the
hands of foreign traders. The means of
transportation are of the most primitive
kind, and consnme time as well as money.
Gen. d¢'Orgoni urges, therelure, that the

diplomatic agent to Birmah to draw up a
commercial treaty; that she, as well as
France, shall establish commercial houses
st the mouths of the great river Irriwaddy,
with a view to open a chaonel for com-
merce not only with Birmash but with Wes.
tern China ; and that in conjunciion, they
shali help to throw a railroad from the high-
est point of steamboat navigation ou - this
river to the Chinese irontier, a distance of
less than two hundred miles,

Birmab produces an immeanse number of
articles of the first value in commerce. But
10 the United States her principal and most
valuable production is the teak wood, the
best of all woods for ship building.

General D'Orgoni professes 1o believe
that the present war with the Baglish is not
speedily brought 10 an end. He contends
that it will continue for years, and during
this time the five ports being mecessarily
closed, the commerce of Chiaa, so valuab'e
when access can be had 10 i1, will be seri-
ously diminished. He desires that 1he
Freoch and the Americans, or either na-
tion, should now step in, through the Bir-
man Empire, and establish this great new
channel of commerce, for he holds that the
Chinese themselves will be only too glad 10
obtaic a new and profitable outlet for their
productions, while the Birmese will afford
every required faciluy.

D’Orgoni thiaks that Russia and France

With the Caspian ses covered with a pow-
erfu! fleet of armed vessels, its shores for-
tified and swarming with armed Cossacks,
a railroad’bringing 1he sea within two or
ibree days travel of the capital, with a rail-
road bringing all this force within ten hours
of the Persian gulf and the Indian sess,
with France in possession of a canal across
the isthmus of Suez giving her eight or ten
days advantage over Eongland in reaching
the East, so astute and experienced a diplo-
mat as Lord Stratford may well earnestly
oppose the Suez canal project. Against
these expansive ideas of the General, how-
ever, are to be placed the stubborn facts of
a seemingly cordial alliance and unity of
interest between England and France, and
a ireaty just made between England and
Persia which very decidedly militates
against Russiso influence end schemes.—
Paris Cor. of N. Y. Com Adv.

Oratory.

Lord Palmerston is an excellent speaker ;
he says exactly what he wants to say
and ecoaveys the idea he wants o convey ;
he makes a statement with ali the shades
and qualifications it may want, with a per-
fect command over all the flexibilities and
aptness of good sterling Eoglish; but Lord
Palmerston is not an orator. Mr. Disraeli
and Mr. Gladstone are orators, but they are
not ‘men to lead public opinion in this coun-
try. Why is this? Is it not because
there is something in oratory, as distinguish-
ed from good speaking, which is apt (o mis-
lead the judgmen: and upset the balance of
mind of the possessor of the gift? Oratory
is defined somewhere as being the art of
making lile things great. But this is a
very dangerous power 10 possess,—danger-
ous to the judgment of the man himself,
because, when he is conscious of this pow-
er, he naturally begins immediately to make
his own.estimate of things, not as they are,
but as he can make them. He knows he
can, by the amplification of language, by
illustration and sentiment, swell out a par-
ticular poiot in the case till it assumes a
most formidable size ; he knows he has the
preportions of things a1 his command in
this way, and the very next and perfectly
natural step 1s that his own judgment sym-
pathizes with this power. In fact, yoor ora-
tor gets in a little time so completely to re-
gard the points of a case in the light in
which they can be made 1o tell upon other
people, that he hardly distinguishes between
what isreal in the matter and what is ora-
torical, and be adopts a maxim—not unlike
“ whatever is right’—** whatever fells is
true.” Nor is this process only going on
while he is aciuaily speaking, for the truth
is your orator'is always speaking; 1f he is
not speaking to others he is speaking to
himsell. He thinks sonorously, he ob-
serves in rounded periods, and he judges
with a climax.  As your man of learming
is a walking dictionary, your orator is a
living und acting speech. The external
speech is only the occasionsl and transient
embodiment of a perpejual internal one,
which is always going on to an invisible
Parliament, which is always sitting within
the orator’s brain. The machine is always
ready to convert, at a touch, any discovery,
fact or no fact, into a speech, so that he is
impeded by his own creative power, and
caonot bend his judgment to sny fresh turn
in the evidence of the case. The perpetual
anternal speech obstructs him and he can-
not move about essily with the cumbrous
alligatorial appendage. Defend us, then
from being governed by orators! We
want men who can think, and men who can
speak, but not men who can make things
appear different from what they are by the
mere power of language. How completely
was the whole Chinese case the creation of
oratory ! But the nation is not so easily
taken 10.— T'imes.

Tue Svez CanaL Prosect.—The plan
of Ferdinand de Lesseps for vniting the
Red Sea by means ol a ship cansl across
the Isthmus of Suez was referred for con.
sideration to the Academy of Sciences of
the Imperial Instituie of France. The
Academy sppointed s commission, compos-
ed of MM. Elie de Beaumont, the perpetual
secretary Cordier, Dufrenay, Baron Charles
Dupin, and Vice-Admiral Dupetit-Thouvars.
Baron Charles Dupin wss appointed to pre-
pare the report, which he has done, and in
it he gives M. de Lessep’s plan his full and
entire approbation. He then compares the
Suez Canal with the Eupbrates Railway,
He shows the very diflerent charactor of
the two works, and he demoonstrates the in-
contestable superiority of the canal for the
transport of merchandise over the railway.
