lessness is abundantly proved by the |

Scriptures. They speak:

1 Of the purity. of His character.
“Ye know that he was manifested to
iake away ouf sins, and in Him is no
sin.”

2. Cf the purity of His knowledge.
“He hath made Him to be sin for us,
who knew no sin.”

3. Of the purity of His actions and
words, ‘“Christ also suffered for us,
leaving us an example that ye should
foll>w His sters who did  no sin,
reither was guile found in His mouth.”

4. Of His successfiil resistance o
temptation. “We ‘have Mot .an hi
priest that cannot’'be: touched with
the feeling of our infirmities, but was
in all points tempted like as we are,
yet without sin.”

The same may:be further shown by '

the intraduction that heaven was
pleased to give Him at His. baptism,
when from the excelient glory there
came a voice saying, “This is My be-
loved Sonin whom I am well’ pleased.”
And that He lost nothing of this God-
pleasing Sonship in.His after life, pun-
ishment, death, resurrection, stay up-
on earth, and ascession, may be seen
\‘ln the confession of Pilate, who, re-
. wiewing His life from His baptism to
His arraignment, in the face of the
mwost heinous charges found no fault
in him; and in that " of the angels,
who, upon His ascension, told where
He had gone, and. hastened hither
themselves to join the great company
of angels, of elders and' of beasts, ten
thousand times ten thousand and thou-
sands of thousands in number, that
had swrrounded the throne and were
orying, “Worthy is the Lamb that was
slain to receive power and riches, and
wisdom and strength, honor, giory and
blessing.” His riches, furthermore,
did not consist, as others still aver,
in his omnipresence, nor in any other,
nor in any number ofHis essential attri-
butes, for “in him dwelt the fulness of
the Godhead bodily.”

If, then, as shown,:His riches pertain-
ed not to His humanity and consisted
in nothing essential to His divinity,
they must'have belonged to, -and con-
sisted in, that which ‘was accessory to
the divine, which accessory appurten-
apce or accident we deflne to be the
glory which He had with the Father
before the world was, which glory has
been variously expressed. By Paul it
is called the form of God. “Who, being
in the form of God, thought it not rob-
bery to be equal with God, but made
Himself of no reputation, and took
upon Him the form of a servant and
was made In the likeness of man.”
By John it is called the shape of God.
“The Father which hath sent Me hath
borne witness of me. Ye have neither
heard His voice at any time, nor seen
His shape.”

By Moses, the Lord himself and the
Psalmist respectively, it is denominat-
ed the presence, the similitude and the
face of Jehovah. It has also been var-
iously manifested. It appeared to
Moses as a fire and a cloud in the
mountain; to the Israelites as a pillar
of fire and of cloud in the desert, it
abode as the shekinah in the temple;
and was seen of the apostles, on the
Mount of Transfiguration, when,
through the ‘chinks and pores” of
Christ’s humanity, were permitted to
Stream forth some rays of the Divine,
revealing, in part, that form df God
which, but a few years since, had been
€xchanged for that of a servant. More
numerous and varied than these have
been its exhibitions, yet, notwith-
standing their number and variety,
they have been so partial as to impress
the mind that they were no exhibitions
at all. Moses, more favored than the
rest, to whom God had appeared in the
bush, as well as in the mountain, whom
he .had signally delivered time and
again, exclaimed, “I beseech thee show
me thy glory.” And the answer which
he received is confirmatory of the im-
pression he had, God testifying that no
man could see His face, that is, His

What-
ever good- or-benefit we experience, is
at the expense- of something else. The
little nosegay held in the hand of the
fair malden may regale her sense of
smell, “but every whit of fragrance it
emits is exhaustive of its power.

There is not an ornament added to
the person rendering it more attrac-
tlve, but that its employment renders
something else less so. The food we
eat, the clothes we wear, the buildings
We occupy, the hips of commerce we
employ, in fact, all else perpetuating
our existence and adding to our com-
fort is at the expense of the life and
the comfort of the things we use.

In the
same mannér Jesus was the true and
real man; and it can be said, with
propriety of Him, the Son of God is
man, and the man Jesus Christ is
God.”

Baron Henri de Rothsckhild, of Paris,
does not rent the model tenement-
houses which he is erecting to families
having less than four children; the
rent of larger ~families is reduced in
progortion to the number of their
children. The benevolent societies with
Which the Baron is connected assist the
needy tenants.

During the past three years 4,000
Jewish immigrant girls have found a
refuge at the Clara de Hirsch Home
of New York.

The city of* Belfast, Ireland, has re-
ceived a splendid donation of a large
and commodious school building, erect-
ed by its ex-mayor, Sir Otto Jaffe. The
building was formally opened by the
Dowager Marchioness of Dufferin, the
present lord mayor, the Earl of Shaft-
esbury, presiding.
