advanced 300 yards south of Thiepval
capturing a German trench 400 yards
in le\ngth and .many prisoners, ac-
cording to an official statement issued
by the War Office to-day. Text of the
statcment. is as follows: “South of
Thiepval this morning we made a
further advance of 360 yards, captur-
ing an enémy trench 400 yards in
length, many prisoners being taken
in this sector. Yesterday 62, includ-
ing two officers, were pusbed back,
these are in additicn to 164 already
reported to-day.
