LONDON, July 12.—It was an-
nounced to-day that the® man who
bought the St. George’s Hospital site
on Constitution Hill, opposite the en-
itrance to Hyde Park, on which a
$6,250,000 hotel is to be built, is Harry
Mallaby-Deeley, a Unionist member
of Parliament. Mr. Mallaby-Deeley
says he is acting quite alone. It is his
ambition to build a hotel which, he
says, 'will be “beyond dispute the most
beautiful in the world.”

Mr. Mallaby-Deeley has travelled
much, and says he cannot recall a
finer site for a hotel anywhere than
the one overleoking the King’s Gar-
dens at DBuckingham Palace, Hyde
Park and Green Park. He adds:
1“The charges may be high, but if the
ihotel is a worthy one I believe that
ythey will actually be one of the at-
itractions, as wealthy Americans, Ger-
mans, Frenchmen and others will not |
hesitaté to pay large prices for the
best that moncy can buy.”
