Oliver has put it on record that he is
a protectionist until the tariff diverg-
encies of the Liberal party in the
Commons are still further defined.

“I am a protectionist,” shouted the
member for Edmonton last night in
the course of a heated argument [ir
free wheat.

“Always,” said Mr. Oliver witni
vehemence, and the Conservative
side wrapped their desks.

It was about the most interesting
moment that sprung up on the qucs-
tion of ocean-going freight rates dnr-
ing consideration ol estimates of
Hon. George IFoster’s department.

Mr. W. I' .MacLean raised the
question and asked if it was Dbeirg
considered by, the

asked J. A. M. Aik-

ins, of

Dominion com-
mission and Mr. Foster replied in the
affirmative.

Mr. Macl.ean criticized this hanl-
ling of the question. The ocean rare
pool was one of the worst combines
of the dead. It consisted largely of
the three water combines. They were
guilty, he asserted, of “conspiracy
against the people of Canada.” DPa--
lianient had jurisdiction over them
and should assert it.

Mr .Foster stated that the govern-
ment had not divested itsell of
tittle of its power, in referring to this
question to the Dominion’s commis-
sion.
