The business com'ng up
was not disposed of and the mecting ad-
journed to meet again to-day.

Hitherto only
cylindrical measures have been sanc-
tioned for use. It is now proposed to
permit the use of conical measures.
Hereafter the standard will be that of
weight instead of bulk. One gallon will
be equal to 10 lbs. of distilled water at
62 degrees of heat, with barometer at
30 degrees. The half-gallon standard
will be five lbs.,, and so on. This is the
practice that prevails in England, and
it will admit of a more accurate meas-
urement of liquids.
