In an instant the poor ani-
mals were entirely covered with bees from head to foot ; even their
nostrils were filled with them. When the carter returned, he found
one of the horses lying dead on the ground, and the others rolling
about furiously. His cries attractsd several persons ; one of them
attempted to drive away the bees, but they attacked him, and he
had to plunge into a pond. and even to place his head under water
for a few seconds, in order to escape from them. The cure of
Gauillgville also attempted 10 spproach the horses, bat he 100 was
put to flight by the enraged insecis.® At length two fire-engines
were sent for, and by pmnpiniuﬁ the bees a great number were
killed on the horses, or pat to flight. The horses, however, were
