tory to find the tide had turned in 
degree, for in the past seven months the 
augmentation of the revenue had 
been a million of dollars. This 
increase was in a measure dne to 
the great fire in St. John, but there 
had teen an increase in all the Provinces. 
Referring to the ordinary expenditures for 
1876-7, he went over the various items ae 
given in the Public Accounts. Hra loans, 
he contended, had teen very Successful, 
and in justification of this remark as ap­
plicable to his last loan read a statement 
of all the loans negotiated on the London 
Stock Exchange laat year. This statement 
further proved that the parties who took 
np the loan ceuld have made no inordinate 
profit out of it, and indeed in some esses 
there must have teen lees. The Govern­
ment were, therefore, justified in negotiat­
ing their loan of 1876 in advance of the 
time originally intended by them. Turn­
ing to the ordinary expenditures, while in 
1876-7 there had been hut a small increase 
ove»1873-4, there had teen a decrease over 
1875-6 of about a million and a half dollars. 
That side of the statement the Hodse, he 
thought, would agree with him, was very 
satisfactory, though, unhappily, owing to 
the shrinkage of vaines, there had teen a 
deficit of a million and a half of dollars. 
This, he believed, was mainly dne to the 
bad harvest of 1876. He next took up the 
.Estimates, remarking that they were baaed 
on the supposition that we should have a 
reasonably good harvest this year. He 
hoped next year to obtain $23,800,000 of 
revenue as follows:—Customs, $13,750,- 
000; Excise, $5,250,000; Stamp», $250,- 
000; Poet Office, $1,200,000; Phblic 
Works, $1,900,000 ; Miscellaneous, $1,600,- 
000. He next proceeded to contrast our 
position now with what it was five years 
ago. Onr liabilities then were $131,000,- 
000, hut it would have required as much 
more, or some seven loans of twenty mil­
lions each, to have carried out the obli­
gations of the late Government, including 
the thirty millions for the Pacific Railway, 
and some forty millions to meet debentures 
falling due. Referring to the per capita 
taxation, he contended that it was now but 
6.79 as against 5.86 in 1872-3, and remark­
ed that « our fiscal policy were based on 
that of the United States the taxation per 
head would be very mnch greater than it 
is, and that onr taxation is comparatively 
light. He spoke of the large municipal 
indebtedness incurred in the United States 
and said that in Canada, while the rural 
municipalities managed their affairs well, 
city municipalities were reckless and extrava­
gant, and their power should be rigidly re­
stricted. Mr. David Wells, no mean au­
thority, declared that the people .of the 
United States lost annually $400,000,000 
through the operation of an unnecessarily 
high tariff, and though the taxation 
on our people waa higher than he desired 
to see it, it was not one-half as high as 
that of the United States per capita. 
Considering that we had had two recurring 
deficits, it was important the House should 
consider if some means were not possible 
of preventing further deficits taking place. 
He did not say further economy was not 
possible, but it would be inexpedient, and 
increased taxation wonld be undesirable, 
and might actually cause a reduction of 
detiee. On the whole, he was 
prepared to recommend that they delay 
consideration of any new mode of 
taxation, particularly as the actual 
deficit was not so great as it seemed. He
