^ A^Vienna despatch says it is now recognized that 
the arrangements for the Austrian occupation of 
the Turkish Provinces were inadequate. New 
plans have been resolved upon, the effect of which 
iriU be visible in a week or ten days. The same 
correspondent says the Servian Government regards 
with anxiety the menacing attitude of the Albanian 
chiefs at Prisrend.

Thirty Turkish battalions stationed in Bosnia, in­
cluding five battalions of regular troops have joined 
the insurgents.

A convention srith Austria relative to the occupa­
tion of Bosnia and Herzegovina has been concluded. 
The duration of the occupation has not been fixed, 
bat several articles of the convention recognise the 
sovereignty of the Sultan, and it is provided that in 
churches and mosques, public prayers for him shall 
continue to be offered. e

Advices from insurgent sources represent General 
Sapary's defeat on 10th inst. as disastrous. It is 
reported he abandoned a battery, a quantity of amis 
tod ammunition, and many horses. The insurgents 
algo claim that General Sapary’s command was de­
feated in a second battle and that General Phillip- 
ovich’s army is falling back towards the River 
Save

The chief corps of the Austrian army of occupa­
tion, under General Phiitipovich, numbered 30,000 
on the 14th, after deducting all the garrisons on the 
route. Gen. Szapary has received reinforcements, 
it is said, of a whole brigade, to enable him to force 
his way to Zwornick. Serious difficulty is appre­
hended in advancing beyond Seraievo. The insur­
gents in Northern Bosnia are still active. On the 
14th they attacked the Austrian garrison at Banja­
luka, but were unsuccessfuL They have taken up 
a position near Buzovaca, where an engagement is 
expected.

The Political Correspondence says the insurgents 
in Eastern Bosnia number 16,000. The Servian 
Government has removed from the frontier all 
sympathizers with the insurrection, and made a 
declaration that Servia would not engage in any­
thing contrary to her international duties.

A Vienna despatch says it is considered likely the 
insurgents wiH>ttack only the line of communica­
tion with Doboj.

A Vienna correspondent states that Austria has 
decided upon immediate further mobilization of 
troops.

Constantinople, Aug. 1^—The difficulties be­
tween Turkey and England relative to the introduc­
tion of reforms in Asia Minor are almost entirely re­
moved. Sir Austin Layard has abandoned some of 
tiie demands made by England, which the Porte 
considered trenched upon its independence. The 
treaty respecting Cyprus did not imply renunciation 
by Turkey of her independence. Turkey would 
listen to the counsels of England, but would intro­
duce reforms herself without any necessity for the 
installation in Asia of British Residents, who would 
seek to introduce reforms, instead of merely watch­
ing over their execution.

He maintained 
there was no harm in this being the case. The 
Swiss representative supported M. Goschen's views 
M. Mess, representative of Holland, thought the 
United States would only be supported by nations 
labouring under forced paper currency. M. Leon 
Say, the French Minister of Finance, said the mone­
tary question would remain too obscure for France 
to take sides as long as Germany had a considerable 
stock of silver, which she could throw upon the 
market of Ftomce. He, however, approved of the 
initiative havihg been taken by the United States in 
this matter. The Conference adjourned till There­

THE ORANGE TRIAL.

Montreal, Aug. 16.—The Orange case was Con­
tinued to-day by the examination of

Chas. Contant, Deputy High Constable, who de­
posed as follows—I was on duty at the police office 
on the 12th July, when the defendants in this cage. 
Fred. Hamilton, John Lilburn, and Alex. Gibson 
were brought in in charge of four policemen,v I 
asked them what they had been arrested for. They 
told me they had been arrested on a warrant by the 
High Constable, and that I was to take charge of 
them. I took the names of the defendants end 
searched the prisoners, when I put them in the 
cells. jA few hours afterward^the police from the 
Centrestation brought me Thee. Ingram. Mr. 
Hamilton had a regalia with “ King William HL, 
Loyal Order of Orangemen,” in gilt ; cord abd tas­
sel for hat,# a book of subscriptions for 
the Change banner fond. Alex. Gibson had a rega­
lia with T< Loyal Orange Lodge—Derry, Enniskillen, 
Aughrim, Boyne, No Surrender" on it. One yellow 
silk handkerchief, afterwards found in the cell, was 
stated by Gibson to be his property. • Wm. Garvin 
had a whistle and an Orange ribbon. John Lilbùrn 
had an Orange badge, on which was “ No Surren­
der, R. A., Star of the East No. 70 O.Y.B., organized 
Aug. 27th, 1876, Montreal; ” also a breast pin with an 
emblem, one Orange lily, natural, one pistol cartridge, 
also a necktie in his pocket. I supposed them all to 
be Orange emblems. I also have in my possession a 
pair of spars which I now produce. They were 
found in tne possession of Mr. Ingram by the police, 
and were by them delivered to me. In regard to the 
yellow handkerchief,! was told by one Francois Fortier 
that the prisoners In the cell were waving a yellow 
handkerchief from the windows facing the Chetop 
de Mare. I went into the cell and searched, but 
could not find the handkerchief. Alex. Gibson 
finally told me it was his property, and was Ui his 
cost, where I found it. Tnis was in the afterSpêT

cendancy In Church and State. Without that 
principle it has no raison de etre.

It being after 4 o’clock the further examination of 
Sir Francis Hincks was adjourned until Monday 
next at 2 o’clock in the afternoon.

Q. According to the constitution of the British 
Empire, to not the Sovereign the head fountai^ of 
the Church and State ?

A. The Sovereign must belong to the 
Protestant Church as by an established law, but if 
the meaning of the question to to ask my opinion as

Q. Has this been followed by any legislation < 

tiie subject ? A. I cannot say positively whether 
the Party Procession Act was enacted before or after 
the address of the House of Commons, but there was 
a Party Processions Act in force in former years.

Q. Is it your knowledge that no such legislation 
has been in existence for several years before? A. 
I am aware that the Party Processions Act, which 

idally directed against Orange precessions was 
d several years ago, but it seems to be the 
i of the authorities in Ireland that the com­

mon law affords ample means to the authorities to 
prevent processions calculated to endanger the pub­
lic peace. I think that it many be well with refer­
ence to Tthe answer to a former question to give 
more precisely the opinion of the Attorney and 
Solicitor-General of Upper Canada in accordance 
with an address from the Commons of Upper Ca­
nada asking for such an opinion, and which was 
dated 6th April, 1886, in the following words 
“ Opinion of her Majesty’s Attorney and Solicitor- 
General on the subjects of Orange processions. We 
are of opinion that all processions likely t 
endanger the public peace, and all procession 
having such a tendency, are illegal and 
may be suppressed by special authority. Persons 
engaged in processions of the description mention­
ed are liable to be prosecuted for a misdemeanour. 
It may be sometimes difficult to determine what 
processions are in themselves illegal or have the 
tendency to a breach of the peace, and it, therefore, 
must rest with the legislators bow far it is expedient

Sir Francis Hincks being sworn, was examined 
by Mr. Barnard, and deposed as follows :—I have 
resided in Canada for over forty-six years, and since 
1838 I have taken a prominent part in public mat- 
tf re. Some years before that, and before I came to 
Canada, I studied the Orange question, and, except 
during the fourteen years I was absent from Can­
ada, I have followed the public discussions on the 
Orange question. I cannot say that 1 am acquaint­
ed with the circumstances of the celebration of 
the 12th July last, but any Orange procession 
in a city like Montreal is calculated to cause 
a breach of the public peace. It is 
what was unknown in Ireland in its worst days. I 
remember reading the proclamation of the Slayer 
and the notice issued by Mr. Grant. The procla­
mation of the Mayor I new see in the Witness of 
the 10th July last marked “ D,” and Mr. Grant’s 
proclamation I now see in paper “ A.” I am aware 
that for months previous to the 12th of July it was 
stated that the peace would be broken if tiie Orange 
procession took place, and that the Mayor was 
called upon to take measures to preserve the peace 
of the city, both by the City Council and the 
citizens in general. I am aware that a 
large meeting of the magistrates took 
place for tne purpose of deciding on 
the particular measures the Mayor should 
put into effect, and the Mayor’s proclamation was 
the result of the meeting. I am aware that a large 
portion of the inhabitants of this dty are Roman 
Catholics, and a goodly number are Irish Catholics. 
From my experience of the objects and results of 
the Orange processions, it is my opinion that the 
proposed procession on the 12th July with banners 
and regalia would be considered by the majority of 
the pt ■* ** ■' ■—I—Hi

Cross-examined by Mr. Dptre— '
Q. Who is expected to commit a breach of * tiie 

peace at any Orange procession ? A. I presume the 
Catholics would, inasmuch as they will not allow 
an Orange procession to march through the streets 
with regalia and banners.

Q. In your long experience have you ever heard 
or known in toy part of the world governed by Eng­
lish law that when a breach of the peace has been 
apprehended measures of protection or repression 
were taken by the authorities, not against those 
who were expected to commit a breach of the peace 
but against those who were the Intended victims of 
that breach of the peace? A. I know that in tiie 
year 1835, or thereabouts, the Attorney and Solid- 
tor-General of Upper Canada, both Protestants, 
both with leanings towards the Orangemen, gave 
their written opinion that it was the duty of the 
civil authorities to prevent any procession calcu­
lated to produce a breach of the peace. I believe 
that Protestante in Ireland are constantly prevented 
since the repeal of the Processions Act on the i 
ground. They did not state there was any 
law at that time, and to my knowledge the 
nône, and I believe there is none now, unless it be 
the law recently passed at Quebec.

Q. Could not the principle on which that opinion 
wae based be applied so as to justify the authorities 
in preventing a sermon being delivered in a church 
with the approval of the whole congregation if it be 
apprehended that in delivering that sermon it might 
induce or provoke some parties outside of the 
church, and of the congregation to pre­
vent that sermon from being delivered? A. 
I*do not think so. 1 can see no analogy 
between a sermon delivered in a church and a pro­
cession going through the public streets with ban­
ners and regalia known to be the symbols of an 
association holding principles which the Irish 
Catholics know to be identified with their degrada­
tion during a century and a half, and which degra­
dation there is every reason to believe, from their 
open declaration, the members of the body would 
like to subject them to in Canada.

Q. The breach of the peace being the same in the 
case stated in the last question as the case of an 
Orange procession, would not the authorities be 
equally justified in one as in the other in preventing 
the cause leading to the breach of the peace? 
A. I cannot conceive it possible that a sermon de­
livered in a church could cause a breach of the 
peace, and I, therefore,cannot venture an opinion as 
to what a Mayor or other magistrate might feel it 
his duty to do if assured that such breach would 
occur.

Q. Have you not heard of the case of Gavazzi 
when Zion church was attacked with firearms and 
stones while Gavazzi was delivering a sermon to the 
congregation of that church, and also of the 
case of the same preacher who was 
the occasion of a similar assault on Chalmers street, 
in Quebec, a few days previous? Have you not 
heard either of a congregation listening to sermons 
of Father Chinlquy being attacked in their own 
churches several times, the winter before last? A. 
I have a distinct recollection of the Gavassi oases 
both In Quebec and Montreal. I look upon them as 
entirely exceptional. I have no hesitation 
in laying that I am of opinion that 
the principle laid down would apply to a 
foreigner who came into two peaceable cities to 
abuse the religion of the mass of the population. I 
was not aware that Mr. Chiniquy’s preaching had 
been interfered with. In his case, I think, he was 
entitled to the protection of the authorities.

Q. Ie not the principle Just laid down by you very 
much the same as the one applied to Jesus 
Christ and all the Apostles who have preached 
the iroepel In foreign countries ? A. I do not think 
es. I see no analogy between the eases. The ten­
dency of the question» Is to Introduce religions, but 
political Orangeiem is condemned by an ooerwhelm- 
tog majority of the Protestants of the United King­
dom.

. Were you aware that after the death of the 
ice Consort the Queen signified to the Grand 

of Eastern Canada her appreciation of the

1862. A. I was not aware until now that there had 
been such an address and answer, and I am quite 
sure that heflnjesty and her Majesty’s Ministers 
would be deeply grieved at finding a mere formal 
acknowledgment of an address on the occassion of 
the death of the Prince Consort adduced as evi­
dence that she or her Government gave any coun­
tenance to Orangeism.

Q. Can you reconcile the necessary predominance 
of Protestants in the Church and State under the 
British Constitution with declaring illegal an associ­
ation formed on the leading principle of Protestant 
ascendancy in Church and State? A. I can per­
fectly. All the Protestants that I have acted with 
from the time that I was able to form an opinion on 
public matters, adhered to the great principle of 
civil and religious liberty all over the world ; while 
the motto of their opponents was Protestant ascend­
ancy in Church and State. I entirely repudiate the 
principle of Protestant ascendancy as understood by 
chose who subjected their Catholic countrymen to 
penal laws, depriving them of the elective franchise, 
She right to sit in Parliament, and subjected them 
to a variety of other disadvantages. That was the 
meaning of Protestant ascendancy as maintained by 
Orangemen until a period within the memory of 
many now living.

Q.—Is it not to your knowledge that at the time 
these disabilities existed in Ireland similar disabili­
ties existed against Protestants in every Catholic 
country and especially in their prototype, the Pon­
tifical States, and that the Catholics of Ireland 
would have established in Ireland a system of Gov­
ernment similar to that of Rome and Spain with the 
necessary concomitant of tiie inquisition and its 
anto-da-fe ? A.—I am perfectly aware that the 
foreign Governments referred to in the question 
were of a wholly different character from that of the 
United Kingdom. With regard to what the Catholics 
in Ireland would do if they had the power to estab­
lish a system of government for themselves, I can 
only judge by all tnelr declarations and their public 
acts during the last fifty years, as I have had an 
opportunity of observing their proceedings. I have 
found their leaders the unflinching advocates of civil 
and religions liberty, and of every measure calcu­
lated to advance the freedom of the people. The 
late Daniel O’Connell not only fought for the repeal 
of the test and Corporation sets by which Protestant 
Dissenters were oppressed, but for the abolition 
of negro slavery, reform in Parliament, and 
all other liberal measures, and was supported 
in everything by the almost unanimous voice of his 
countrymen. During the whole of my residence in 
Canada; I have never known an instance in which 
Protestants have had to complain of acts of intoler­
ance from their Catholic countrymen. I, therefore, 
entirely disbelieve that Catholics, if in the ascen­
dency, would act in a persecuting spirit.

Q. Does civil liberty, according to your notion, 
consist in having the great majority of the popula­
tion of this Province guided and controlled by relig­
ious advisers, who preach openly, that the Pope is 
the first Sovereign of all the world, including Eng­
land and her colonie^ ; that it is a heresy to profess 
that he has not the power to depose the Sovereign 
of England, and at the same time proscribing an as­
sociation formed to support the principle of 
maintaining tiie present Sovereign ana her 
succession as the head of the Church and State ?

Mr. Barnard objected to the question, and after 
some discussion the question was withdrawn.

A. With regard to the doctrines inculcated by the 
Catholic Church, R is wholly impossible for me to 
give an opinion. I have never seen the Syllabus, 
and can say nothing on the subject. WVh regard 
to the electors being directed and controlled by the 
clergy, the result ofmy own experience is that the 
Protestant clergy have taken a more active part in 
elections than the Catholic clergy. I am not of 
opinion that the Catholic faith prevents a man from 
being a good subject to a Protestant Sovereign and 
a tiue friend to civil and religions liberty. I do not 
believe that the interference of the head of the 
Catholic Church extends to anything but matter* of 
faith. I believe myself wholly incompetent to give 
a satisfactory opinion on such a subject

Q. Did yon ever hear of a judgment pronounced 
by the Superior Court of Canada concerning un­
due influence ? A. Certainly I have.

Q. From your knowledge of the dty, could you

Memphis, Tran., Ang. 15.—Thirty-three new cases 
of fever and six deaths from nine last night to nine 
to-night. The Memphis and Grenada and Memphis 
and Little Bock railways have stopped running 
trains. Several of toe largest business houses dose 
to-morrow. Thousands have left toe city, and every 
train is loaded down.

Little Rock, Aug. 16.—A railroads quarantine 
has been established against the Memphis, St. 
Louis, and Texas steamboats, and toe stages from 
Pine Bluffs have stopped running. The Mpjnphfa 
train stopped last night at the county line, and wae 
not permitted to come to the dty. A hundred 
Memphians were prevented from entering the dty. 
Several came in on foot, and were to-day ordered 
out There are no signs of fever, but there is con­
siderable excitement. . — :

New Orleans, Aug. 16.—New cases, 108 ; deaths, 
29.

A special from Grenada, Miss., says the situation 
there is horrible. Supplies are getting short, as 
no trains are allowed to stop there. New Orleans 
physicians there say the fever is the most malignant 
ever known.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 16 —Dr. Woodworth, 
surgeon-general of the United States Marine Hos­
pital service, has issued a circular of instructions to 
marine hospital officers relative to the rapid spread 
of yellow fever. In this circular bold ground is 
taken against land quarantine as ineffective, and the 
theory is held that the disease is spread by clothes 
and effects coming from infected districts rather 
than by sick persons themselves. It is maintained 
that persons actually sick with fever never, except 
through their clothing or effects, communicate the 
disease to others.

New York, Aug. 17.—The man found suffering 
from yellow fever was late last night taken with 
black vomit and it is not believed he will live.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 19, 5 p.m.—No change ie 
the situation in the past 24 hours. New cases, 19 ; 

Among to-day’s sick is Father Hoppe, oi 
the Franciscan convent It is estimated that not more 
than 5,000 whites now sleep within the city limits. 
At a meeting v£ the Citizens’ Relief Committee to­
day, it was resolved to call on the cities north, east 
and west for aid The Postmaster has been notified 
Memphis mail will not be received at Vicksburg and 
other points south.

Vicksburg, Miss., Aug. 20.—The health officer is 
unable to give official figures, but estimates there 
are ORS.hnndred cases in the city, and that they are 
increasing rapidly. There were four interments to­
day from fever, and eighteen deaths to date. The 
City Council abolished quarantine this morning.

A Grenada-despatch says the mortality is terrible. 
The scene cannot be described. Dr. Mande ville, aa 
experienced yellow fever physician, says he never 
saw anything to compare with it; it is fearful be­
yond description. The total deaths are over 70, with 
no abatement, and no hopeful cases reported.

An examination shows the city to be in very 
filthy condition, all toe outhouses overflowing, and 
stagnant water in many places.

A New Orleans despatch says the Chief of Police 
has been instructed to remove bells from ice cream 
waggons, and to instruct drivers of vehicles to drive 
slow when passing localities where persons are suffer­
ing from the fever. Officers report that donations 
are coming in liberally. The death list includes 
Max Villery, druggist ; A. R. James, ticket agent, 
Jackson road ; Brother Sylvan us Ecklett, and D.

Advocate. Four nurses sent by toe Howard Asso­
ciation to Grenada have toe fever.

Nashville, Tenn., Aug. 20.—The quarantine 
against Memphis is so rigid in towns in West Ten­
nessee that their ewn citizens are not allowed to 
return, and two ladies jumped out of the windows 
of a car yesterday at union City. The conductors 
are forced to lock their care.

At Columbus, Ky., tm Sunday, a company of 
armed citizens stopped a Mobile train a snort dis­
tance from the place. The steamer from Memphis 
attempted to land 200 passengers, but was not 
allowed to.

Halifax, N. S.t Ang. 20.—H. M. S. Bulfinch is 
now due here from Port Royal, Jamaica. Most of 
her crew are tick with yellow fever. She will re­
cruit here and proeeed to England to be paid off.

Richmond, Va., Aug. 20.—The City Council has 
authorized the Board of Health to take precaution­
ary measures for the protection of the health of the 
city.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 20.—The Register and 
Receiver at Jackson, Miss., telegraphs to the Com­
missioner-General of Ahe Land office that there is 
great excitement in Jackson. The people are 
fleeing in all directions. The Board of Health ad­
vise all to leave. There are 160 cases in Vicksburg 
and twenty in Canton. The fever ie liable to appear 
at any moment. The Commissioner replied, au­
thorizing them to dose the office and leave the dty

NASHViLLE^Tenn., Aug. 20.—It is announced that 
the City Council has adopted resolutions inviting 
refugees from the infected places to make Nashville 
their home.

New York, Ang. 20.—Wm. Schultz, of BrooHvn, 
whose case has been somewhat doubtful, to-night 
developed unmistakable symptoms of yellow fever 
and was sent to quarantine.

New Orleans, La., Aug. 20.—Among the deaths 
is Rev. F. S. Murphy, of St. Alpboneo’s church. A 
telegram reports 60 cases of yellow fever at Pert 
Gibson, Mira, and two deaths. Refugee tram 
Ocean Spring* report that of nine cases of yellow 
fever there, seven proved fatal.

Vicksburg, Mira, Aug. 20.—It is estimated 2N 
cases of yellow fever are under treatment. Twelve 
deaths have occurred in the past twenty-four hours. 
Among the new cases to-day are Dr. Bailout, 
health officer, and Dr. Robbins.
